-Briefly mention you have attached a recipe of a given meal (name the meal) and can give its brief background (nutritional value/benefit)=1mk

· Heading/title= 2mks
 - Must be in capital letters and underlined. Indicate the method of cooking. Can include how many people are to be served. Eg.-  A RECIPE FOR STEAMED VEGETABLES TO SERVE THREE PEOPLE
· Ingredients =2mks
- Appropriate quantities must be given
· Method=3mks
 - Step by step instructions for cooking must be given in note form. A clear method of serving to be indicated.

· I would use open hand gesture
· I would point at the audience, turning eyes from one side to another.
· I would deliver this line with a solemn, questioning tone to show the speaker is earnestly seeking a genuine response from the congregation.
