PRACTICAL
Procedure: Cleaning a plain wooden surface
1. Remove any items from the surface
2. Wipe the surface using a clean dry cloth
3. Clean the table with a soft brush dipped in warm soapy water. Scrub along the grain. Scrub a small section at a time, overlapping each section
4. Wipe the surface using a cloth wrung out of warm soapy water. Wipe in sections to ensure the whole surface is cleaned
5. In case of stains, remove by scrubbing with a mild abrasive
6. Rinse the table thoroughly using a clean cloth wrung from clean warm water
7. Dry the table with a clean dry cloth
8. Clean and store the equipment and material used appropriately.
