· The area has deep fertile volcanic soils that allow the roots to penetrate deep into the ground to support trees
· The area has well drained soil thus there is no waste, logging which can choke plants and interfere with their growth.
· The area has moderate cool conditions/ climate which are ideal for the growth of variety of trees.
· There is gazetted forest reserve/settlement and cultivation are prohibited hence allowing forests to grow without interference.
· The steep slopes discourage human activities thus enabling forests to thrive well.
