Question 1
(a) Explain two reasons why God created human beings.
i. To have a relationship with Him: God created humans out of love, desiring to have a personal and loving relationship with them, similar to a parent and child.
ii. To glorify Him: Humans were created to worship, praise, and honor God through their lives, actions, and existence, reflecting His image.
iii. To manage and care for creation (stewardship): God entrusted humans with the responsibility to care for and protect the earth and its resources, as stated in Genesis 1:28.
iv. To reproduce and fill the earth: God commanded humans to be fruitful and multiply, ensuring the continuation of humanity.
v. To fulfill His purpose/plan: Humans are part of God's divine plan for His creation and universe.
(b) Your class is planning to clean the school compound. How is this activity related to God's command in creation?
i. This activity relates to God's command in creation because in Genesis 2:15, God placed Adam in the Garden of Eden "to work it and take care of it."
ii. By cleaning the school compound, the class is practicing stewardship and taking responsibility for the environment, showing care for a part of God's creation, just as God commanded humans to care for the earth.
(c) List three ways learners can care for animals.
i. Providing adequate food and clean water: Ensuring animals have regular access to nutritious food and fresh drinking water.
ii. Providing suitable shelter: Giving animals a safe, clean, and appropriate place to live that protects them from harsh weather and predators.
iii. Ensuring regular veterinary care: Taking animals for check-ups, vaccinations, and treatment when they are sick or injured.
iv. Treating animals with kindness and respect: Avoiding cruelty, abuse, or neglect and showing compassion towards them.
v. Maintaining hygiene of animal habitats: Regularly cleaning pens, cages, or living areas to prevent diseases and parasites.
vi. Exercising and stimulating them appropriately: Providing opportunities for physical activity and mental engagement suitable for their species.
Question 2
(a) Mention three uses of the Bible in a Christian's life.
i. Source of God's word/guidance: It provides instructions, wisdom, and direction for how Christians should live their lives according to God's will.
ii. Reveals God's character and plan of salvation: It teaches Christians about who God is, His attributes, and His redemptive plan through Jesus Christ.
iii. Spiritual nourishment and growth: Reading and studying the Bible helps Christians grow in their faith, understanding, and relationship with God.
iv. Provides comfort and encouragement: In times of difficulty, the Bible offers hope, peace, and reassurance from God's promises.
v. Equips for teaching and correction: It helps Christians understand truth, discern error, and correct wrong behaviors (2 Timothy 3:16-17).
vi. Guides in prayer and worship: It inspires prayer and provides themes for worship, drawing believers closer to God.
vii. Reveals prophecies and their fulfillment: It shows God's faithfulness through past prophecies and helps Christians understand future events.
(b) A friend does not understand why Christians read the Bible. Explain to them using one Bible story.
· "We read the Bible to learn about God and how He wants us to live, and it helps us understand His promises and guidance. For example, in the story of David and Goliath, David, a young shepherd, faced a giant warrior. The Bible tells us that David defeated Goliath not because of his strength, but because he trusted in God's power and followed God's guidance. This story teaches us that reading the Bible helps us understand that God is powerful and we can trust Him to help us face our own 'giants' in life, giving us courage and faith."

Question 3
(a) Describe how Jesus showed love to children during His ministry.
i. Jesus showed love to children by welcoming them and rebuking His disciples who tried to prevent them from coming to Him (Matthew 19:14; Mark 10:14). He said, "Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven belongs to such as these."
ii. He blessed them and laid His hands on them, demonstrating His affection and care.
iii. He used them as examples of humility and faith for His disciples, showing their importance in God's kingdom.
iv. He healed children, such as the daughter of Jairus and the demon-possessed boy, showing His compassion and power over sickness and evil.
(b) During a school play about Jesus' birth, you are asked to act as one of the shepherds. What message would your role teach the audience?
i. My role as a shepherd would teach the audience about humility and God's impartiality. The shepherds were simple, humble people, yet they were chosen by God's angels to be among the first to hear the good news of Jesus' birth.
ii. It would also teach that God reveals Himself to the humble and those who are open to His message, regardless of their social status or wealth.
iii. My role would convey the message of joy and wonder at the coming of the Savior, and the importance of spreading the good news to others, just as the shepherds did after seeing Jesus.
iv. It highlights the theme of God's inclusive love, as Jesus came for all people, not just the privileged.

Question 4
(a) State three temptations of Jesus in the wilderness.
i. To turn stones into bread: The devil tempted Jesus to use His divine power to satisfy His hunger after 40 days of fasting (Matthew 4:3-4).
ii. To throw Himself down from the temple and have angels catch Him: The devil tempted Jesus to test God and seek glory through a miraculous display (Matthew 4:5-7).
iii. To worship the devil in exchange for all the kingdoms of the world: The devil offered Jesus worldly power and dominion if He would bow down to him (Matthew 4:8-9).
(b) What three lessons do Christians learn from how Jesus overcame temptation?
i. Reliance on God's Word: Jesus countered each temptation with Scripture ("It is written..."). This teaches Christians that the Bible is a powerful weapon against temptation and a source of truth.
ii. Dependence on God alone: Jesus refused to satisfy His desires or seek glory independently of God's will, teaching Christians to rely on God's provision and plan rather than worldly shortcuts.
iii. Worship and serve God only: Jesus rejected the offer of worldly power, emphasizing that only God is worthy of worship and service. Christians learn to prioritize God above all worldly gains.
iv. Fasting and prayer as spiritual disciplines: Jesus was fasting during His temptation, showing that spiritual disciplines strengthen one's resistance to temptation.
v. Even Jesus was tempted: This provides encouragement that temptation is not a sin in itself, and it's possible to resist it with God's help.
vi. Satan targets our weaknesses: The temptations targeted Jesus' physical need (hunger), pride (testing God), and desire for power (worldly dominion), teaching Christians to recognize and guard against personal vulnerabilities.
Question 5
(a) List three symbols used to represent the Holy Spirit.
i. Dove: Seen at Jesus' baptism (Matthew 3:16). Symbolizes purity, peace, and gentleness.
ii. Fire: Appeared as tongues of fire at Pentecost (Acts 2:3). Symbolizes purification, passion, guidance, and God's presence.
iii. Wind/Breath: Jesus spoke of the Spirit as wind (John 3:8), and God breathed life into Adam. Symbolizes life, unseen power, and renewal.
iv. Water: Jesus spoke of living water (John 7:38-39). Symbolizes cleansing, refreshment, and new life.
v. Oil: Used for anointing in the Old Testament. Symbolizes consecration, healing, and empowering for service.
vi. Seal: Refers to the Holy Spirit as a seal or guarantee of God's ownership (Ephesians 1:13). Symbolizes ownership, security, and authenticity.
(b) A student comforts a crying friend and encourages them. What fruit of the Holy Spirit are they showing? Explain.
i. The student is showing the fruit of the Holy Spirit known as Kindness and Goodness, and potentially Love and Peace.
ii. Kindness: This is shown by the act of comforting the friend, which is a gentle, friendly, and considerate action aimed at alleviating distress.
iii. Goodness: This is demonstrated by actively doing something beneficial and morally right for the friend, going out of their way to help.
iv. (Also acceptable: Love) This encompasses compassion and a genuine concern for the well-being of the friend, motivating the comforting action.
v. (Also acceptable: Peace) By bringing comfort and encouragement, the student is helping to restore a sense of calm and inner peace to their distressed friend.
Question 6
(a) Give two reasons why Christians attend church.
i. To worship God: Church provides a communal setting for believers to express their adoration, praise, and thanksgiving to God through songs, prayers, and sermons.
ii. To learn from God's Word: Christians attend to hear sermons and teachings based on the Bible, which helps them grow spiritually and understand God's will.
iii. For fellowship and community: Church offers a place for believers to connect, support one another, share experiences, and build relationships with fellow Christians.
iv. To receive spiritual nourishment and encouragement: Through worship, teaching, and fellowship, believers are strengthened in their faith and encouraged in their walk with God.
v. To participate in sacraments/ordinances: Such as Holy Communion (Eucharist) and baptism, which are important aspects of Christian practice.
vi. To offer service and contribute: Churches provide opportunities for Christians to use their gifts and resources to serve God and their community.
vii. To fulfill biblical commands: The Bible encourages believers not to forsake meeting together (Hebrews 10:25).
(b) Describe three activities that take place in the church.
i. Worship Service: This typically includes singing hymns or contemporary worship songs, communal prayers, reading of scripture, and a sermon delivered by a pastor or preacher. The purpose is to praise God and learn from His word.
ii. Bible Studies/Sunday School: Groups often gather before or after the main service for in-depth study of specific Bible passages, allowing for discussion and application of biblical principles to daily life. This helps in spiritual growth and understanding.
iii. Fellowship and Community Gathering: After services, members often socialize, share meals, or participate in various small groups and activities (youth groups, women's groups, men's groups). This strengthens bonds, offers support, and builds a sense of belonging.
iv. Outreach and Community Service: Churches often organize activities to serve the wider community, such as food drives, visiting the sick, supporting the needy, or participating in evangelism. This demonstrates Christian love and compassion.
v. Sacraments/Ordinances: Churches regularly observe sacraments like Holy Communion (Eucharist), where believers share bread and wine in remembrance of Jesus' sacrifice, and perform baptisms as a public declaration of faith.
(c) Explain one role of church leaders in the community.
i. Spiritual guidance and teaching: Church leaders provide spiritual direction, preach sermons, teach biblical principles, and counsel members, helping them to grow in faith and apply Christian values to their lives.
ii. Community development and social welfare: Many church leaders initiate and oversee projects that address social needs in the community, such as establishing schools, orphanages, clinics, food banks, or offering support programs for the poor and vulnerable.
iii. Promoting peace and reconciliation: Church leaders often act as mediators in conflicts, preach messages of peace, forgiveness, and unity, and work to resolve disputes within the congregation and the wider community.
iv. Moral and ethical leadership: They serve as role models, upholding Christian values and encouraging integrity, honesty, and justice among community members.
v. Advocacy for the marginalized: Church leaders frequently speak out against injustice and advocate for the rights and well-being of the oppressed and voiceless in society.
vi. Organizing charitable activities: They mobilize church members to collect donations, volunteer time, and provide assistance to those in need, both within and outside the church.
Question 7
(a) Your friend is being bullied, and you stand up for them. Which Christian values are you showing? Mention two.
i. Justice: You are standing up for what is right and ensuring fair treatment for your friend, who is being wronged.
ii. Love/Compassion: You are showing genuine care and empathy for your friend's suffering and are willing to act to protect them.
iii. Courage/Bravery: It often takes courage to stand up against bullying, especially when there's a risk of being targeted yourself.
iv. Kindness: Your action demonstrates a benevolent and caring attitude towards your friend.
v. Protection of the vulnerable: A Christian value often emphasized in scripture to defend those who cannot defend themselves.
(b) Write two reasons why Christians should avoid stealing.
i. It is against God's commandment: The Bible explicitly states, "You shall not steal" (Exodus 20:15), making it a direct disobedience to God's will.
ii. It violates love for neighbor: Stealing causes harm and injustice to another person, taking what rightfully belongs to them and going against the command to "love your neighbor as yourself."
iii. It shows a lack of trust in God's provision: Christians are taught to trust God to provide for their needs honestly, rather than resorting to dishonest means.
iv. It damages one's testimony and reputation: Stealing brings shame and dishonor to oneself and to the name of Christ, hindering effective witness.
v. It leads to guilt and separation from God: Unconfessed sin, including stealing, creates a barrier between a believer and God.
vi. It has negative consequences (legal, social): Stealing can lead to legal penalties, loss of trust, and strained relationships.
(c) Explain one way a Christian learner can promote peace in school.
i. A Christian learner can promote peace in school by acting as a mediator or peacemaker when conflicts arise among peers. Instead of taking sides or escalating arguments, they can encourage open communication, empathetic listening, and help find fair solutions, guided by principles like forgiveness and understanding found in the Bible.
ii. Another way is by modeling respect and kindness to all students, regardless of their differences. By actively avoiding gossip, negative talk, and exclusionary behavior, they can create a more inclusive and harmonious atmosphere, reflecting Christian love.
iii. They can also share messages of peace and reconciliation from biblical teachings, either through conversations, school presentations, or by living out these values consistently in their daily interactions.
Question 8
(a) A learner is caught cheating and is feeling guilty. What advice would you give them as a Christian?
i. "I would advise them to confess their wrongdoing to the teacher or authority figure involved, taking full responsibility for their actions. This shows honesty and humility, which are important Christian values. After confessing, I would encourage them to seek God's forgiveness through prayer and to learn from this mistake, committing to never cheat again. I would also remind them that God is merciful and offers forgiveness when we genuinely repent, and that feeling guilty is a sign that their conscience is working, leading them towards repentance and a fresh start."
(b) During a school assembly, learners are asked to present ways of promoting unity in school. List three ways they can suggest.
i. Encourage inclusive activities: Organize and participate in school clubs, sports teams, or cultural events that bring together students from diverse backgrounds and interests, fostering a sense of belonging for everyone.
ii. Practice respectful communication: Promote listening to others' ideas and opinions, even when disagreeing, and encourage students to use kind and constructive language, avoiding gossip, insults, or put-downs.
iii. Celebrate diversity: Organize cultural days, talent shows, or presentations that highlight and appreciate the unique traditions, languages, and backgrounds of all students, helping to build understanding and acceptance.
iv. Implement peer mediation programs: Train students to help resolve conflicts among their peers peacefully, teaching them conflict resolution skills and promoting understanding.
v. Promote acts of service together: Engage in community service projects as a school, where students work side-by-side for a common good, breaking down barriers and building camaraderie.
vi. Develop a strong anti-bullying policy and awareness: Ensure that bullying is not tolerated and that students feel safe and supported, promoting a culture of kindness and respect.
Question 9
(a) Write a short prayer (3–5 lines) thanking God for the gift of life and asking for guidance in doing right.
i. Dear God, Thank You for the precious gift of life and for every breath we take. We are grateful for Your love and grace that sustains us each day. Please guide us, Lord, in all our decisions and actions. Help us always to choose what is right and to honor You in everything we do. Amen.
(b) If your class had a conflict, describe the steps you would take to restore peace as a Christian.
i. Pray for wisdom and guidance: Before approaching the situation, I would pray for God's help to act as a peacemaker and to speak with wisdom and love.
ii. Initiate calm and private conversation: I would first try to speak individually with the students involved, listening empathetically to each person's perspective without judgment, to understand the root cause of the conflict.
iii. Encourage empathy and understanding: I would then bring the conflicting parties together (if appropriate and safe), encouraging them to listen to each other and try to see the situation from the other's point of view, emphasizing shared values or common ground.
iv. Focus on forgiveness and reconciliation: I would gently remind them of Christian teachings on forgiveness (e.g., Jesus' teaching on forgiving 70 times 7) and encourage them to release bitterness, apologize sincerely where appropriate, and seek reconciliation rather than holding grudges.
v. Suggest a mutually agreeable solution: I would help them brainstorm solutions that address everyone's concerns and promote a peaceful way forward, reminding them of the importance of unity and love in the class.
vi. Involve a teacher or authority if necessary: If the conflict is too severe or I feel unable to resolve it, I would seek help from a trusted teacher or school counselor, explaining the situation calmly and objectively.
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
