OVERVIEW
This integrated project spans Visual Arts, Performing Arts (Music, Drama, Dance), and Sports. Each learner will work individually and in group tasks. Ongoing assessments must be logged, with scores tracked per task and milestone.
ASSESSMENT STRUCTURE & RECORD KEEPING
i. Phase-Based Scoring: Record scores for each task milestone:
a) Task 1 (Visual Arts): Research/sketches, construction, finishing & labeling.
b) Task 2a (Jingle creation), 2b (Group Jingle performance), 2c (Monologue adaptation), 2d (Monologue performance).
c) Task 3 (Dance research, choreography, group performance).
d) Task 4 (Obstacle course design, setup, demonstration, reflection).
ii. Scoring Rubrics: Ensure learners have rubric access to self-guide.
iii. Individual Recognition: Within group submissions, annotate each learner's contribution.

a) Inspect sketches for inclusion of size, materials, function.
b) Check waste utilization and safety preparation.
c) During the showcase, ask students to explain the piece’s purpose and materials.

Confidential Tips:
a) Provide audio recording during practice to aid feedback.
b) Ensure group attempts harmony in teamwork.
c) Encourage cultural relevance and audience connection.

Confidential Tips:
a) Examine rehearsal videos—note improvement and synchronization.
b) Validate understanding of contemporary dance elements.

	a) Planning & Diagram
	Clarity, variety of obstacles, relevance to agility, balance (3)

	b) Setup Quality
	Material safety, stability, efficient layout (3)

	c) Demonstration + Explanation
	Skill demonstration, clear benefits, safe navigation (4)

	d) Healthy Living Message
	At least three suggestions, connected to physical activity (3)

	e) Reflection & Evaluation
	Individual insights, team dynamics, future improvements (5)


Confidential Tips:
a) Inspect setup for safety hazards.
b) During demonstration, probe members to elaborate on obstacle benefits.
c) Review reflection logs to assess critical thinking.




TEACHER ACTION CHECKLIST
a) Provide ongoing, supportive feedback during each phase.
b) Use audio/video recording where possible for performance assessments.
c) Maintain clear evidence of both group and individual contributions.
d) Keep a detailed score sheet with entries for each task/milestone and learner.

 DOCUMENTATION & PORTFOLIO
Ensure each learner compiles a portfolio containing:
a) Visual Arts sketches and photos of the functional piece.
b) Audio or video recordings of jingle and monologue.
c) Dance notes, choreography videos, and written explanations.
d) Obstacle course plan, diagrams, demonstration footage, reflection written work.
Portfolios must be accessible and ready during summative evaluation.

FEEDBACK & IMPROVEMENT
a) Conduct mid-project reviews by week 2 to identify any support needed.
b) Include peer feedback, especially for group coordination.
c) Document all feedback and learner responses to demonstrate progress.
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
