1. According to the passage, how has the internet changed access to information?  B. It allows us to find information quickly. (Paragraph 1: "With just a few clicks, we can find out about almost anything...")
2. One way the internet helps students and teachers is by making learning C. easily available. (Paragraph 1: "It has made learning more accessible and interactive for students and teachers alike. Online encyclopedias, educational videos, and virtual libraries are now at our fingertips.")
3. Which one of the following statements is true according to the passage?C. Social media helps connect people globally. (Paragraph 2: "...the internet connects us with friends and family across the globe through social media and video calls.")
4. The expression "at our fingertips" as used in the passage means B. easy to access quickly.
5. Which word in the passage means the same as "huge"?B. Vast (Paragraph 2: "For businesses, the internet provides a vast platform...")
6. Which one of the following would be the best title for this passage?D. The Internet and Its Uses (The passage discusses various uses and benefits of the internet, as well as its responsible use.)

17. Who enjoys playing football and basketball?A. Koki (Koki enjoys playing football and basketball.)
18. Which game is liked by most people?A. Football (Koki and Sara like football; Juma and Tom like basketball and volleyball respectively, so Football is liked by two people, same as Basketball and Volleyball, but the question asks 'most', and it seems Football is the only one not explicitly disliked by anyone among Koki, Juma, and Sara who play it. However, let's re-evaluate based on explicit likes: Football (Koki, Sara) = 2; Basketball (Koki, Juma) = 2; Volleyball (Juma, Tom) = 2; Hockey (Sara) = 1. Since all three have 2 likes, and the question asks for 'most', there isn't a single "most liked" game. However, typically in such questions, it implies the one with the highest count. Given the options, and the ambiguity, let's look for a game where more than one person plays it. All three (Football, Basketball, Volleyball) are liked by two people. If forced to choose the "most" and assuming there's an intended answer, it's problematic. Let's assume the question expects the most popular among the options given. All are equally popular based on the count of two people liking them. Let's reconsider the wording "most people." This implies a singular answer. Let's assume there might be a subtle nuance.
i. Koki: Football, Basketball
ii. Juma: Basketball, Volleyball
iii. Sara: Football, Hockey
iv. Tom: Volleyball
Football: Koki, Sara (2) Basketball: Koki, Juma (2) Volleyball: Juma, Tom (2) Hockey: Sara (1)
Since Football, Basketball, and Volleyball are all liked by two people, none is "liked by most people" exclusively. If this were a real test, this question would be flawed. However, if I have to pick one, let me see if there's any implicit preference. None. Let's check common patterns in multiple-choice. Sometimes, the order of listing might imply something, but not reliably. Re-reading the passage: "Tom likes volleyball but not football." This explicitly mentions football in a negative context for Tom. Given that the intent is likely to have a single correct answer, and without further clarification, it's impossible to definitively say which is liked by "most" when there's a tie. However, usually, such questions imply the one that has the highest count. In this case, 2 is the highest count and applies to three options.
If I have to guess the intended answer, it would often be the first one that appears with the highest count, or perhaps the one that has no explicit "dislike" mentioned against it for anyone who doesn't like it. Given the context, I will mark A. Football, acknowledging the ambiguity. If this were a real test, I would question the question.
Revisiting: The question asks "Which game is liked by most people?". Since football, basketball, and volleyball are all liked by two people, there isn't one game liked by most. There might be an error in the question or options. However, if we assume a slight difference in interpretation, let's look at the "not football" for Tom. This is the only explicit dislike mentioned. If the question implies general popularity without considering specific dislikes, then all three are equally liked by 2 people. Without more information or clarification, it's not possible to definitively select a single "most liked" game from Football, Basketball, and Volleyball. I'll stick with A. Football as a plausible, albeit ambiguous, answer if one must be chosen.
19. Who likes volleyball but not basketball?D. Tom (Tom likes volleyball but not football. Juma likes basketball and volleyball. Koki likes football and basketball. Sara likes football and hockey. Only Tom is specified as liking volleyball and not basketball.)
