21. Christian Teaching on Creation Care
(a) During a school clean-up, Ann refuses to participate and throws rubbish carelessly. Explain how her behaviour goes against Christian teaching.
Ann's behavior goes against Christian teaching in several ways:

· Lack of love for neighbor/community: Littering negatively impacts the shared environment, affecting others in the school community. Christian teachings stress loving one's neighbor, which includes contributing positively to shared spaces and showing consideration for others' well-being. Her actions show a lack of care for the collective good.
· Poor example: As a Christian, Ann is called to be a good example to others. Her behavior sets a poor precedent and can discourage others from participating in positive community efforts, going against the call to be a light in the world.
· Disobedience to authority/rules: If the clean-up is a school rule or expectation, her refusal to participate and her littering demonstrate disobedience, which is contrary to Christian principles of respecting authority.
(b) Give four ways learners can care for God's creation at school.
Learners can care for God's creation at school in many ways:

v. Develops Character: Honesty is a fundamental moral quality. Practicing it at school helps you develop a strong moral character that will serve you well throughout your life, beyond academic achievements.
vi. Avoids Punishment: Being honest about mistakes or rule-breaking often results in less severe consequences compared to being caught in a lie, as honesty shows remorse and willingness to improve.
vii. Enhances Relationships: Honest communication strengthens relationships with both peers and teachers, as it allows for genuine interactions and mutual respect.

26. The Holy Spirit and its Fruits
(a) After a lesson on the Holy Spirit, your group lists ways He helps Christians. State any four ways the Holy Spirit helps Christians.
The Holy Spirit helps Christians in many profound ways:
i. Guides and Teaches: The Holy Spirit guides believers into all truth and helps them understand God's Word, revealing spiritual insights and helping them make righteous decisions.
ii. Empowers for Service and Witness: The Holy Spirit equips Christians with spiritual gifts and empowers them to serve God effectively, to boldly share the Gospel, and to live lives that bear witness to Christ.
iii. Convicts of Sin and Righteousness: The Holy Spirit works in people's hearts to convict them of their sin, leading them to repentance, and also to understand God's righteousness and judgment.
iv. Comforts and Counsels: The Holy Spirit acts as the Comforter (Paraclete), providing solace, strength, and counsel during times of sorrow, distress, or confusion.
v. Produces Fruit (Character Transformation): The Holy Spirit produces positive character qualities in believers, known as the Fruits of the Spirit (love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control), transforming them to be more like Christ.
vi. Enables Prayer: The Holy Spirit helps believers in their weakness, interceding for them and enabling them to pray effectively according to God's will.
vii. Assures of Salvation: The Holy Spirit serves as a seal and guarantee of salvation, assuring believers of their adoption as children of God and their future inheritance.
viii. Unites Believers: The Holy Spirit creates unity among believers, transcending differences and fostering a sense of community within the body of Christ.
(b) Give four examples of the fruits of the Holy Spirit that learners should practise in school.
Four examples of the fruits of the Holy Spirit that learners should practice in school are:
i. Love: Showing genuine care, compassion, and concern for classmates and teachers, including everyone and avoiding prejudice or unkindness. This includes helping others, being patient with differences, and forgiving when wronged.
ii. Joy: Maintaining a positive and cheerful attitude even when facing challenges or disappointments, and finding happiness in learning and school activities. This isn't just about being loud, but having an inner contentment.
iii. Peace: Being a peacemaker in conflicts, resolving disagreements calmly, avoiding gossip and arguments, and contributing to a harmonious classroom environment. This means seeking reconciliation and understanding.
iv. Patience: Exhibiting calmness and forbearance when faced with difficult tasks, slow learners, or frustrating situations. This involves waiting for your turn, not getting easily annoyed, and persevering through challenges.
v. Kindness: Performing considerate and friendly actions towards others, such as offering a helping hand, speaking encouraging words, and showing generosity.
vi. Goodness: Acting with integrity, moral excellence, and a desire to do what is right and beneficial for others, even when no one is watching.
vii. Faithfulness: Being reliable, trustworthy, and committed to one's responsibilities, promises, and beliefs, such as completing assignments on time and keeping one's word.
viii. Gentleness: Responding mildly and thoughtfully to others, avoiding harshness or aggression, and showing a tender disposition, especially when correcting or disagreeing.
ix. Self-control: Exercising discipline over one's thoughts, words, and actions, such as managing anger, controlling impulses, and focusing on studies despite distractions.
(c) Explain how a learner can show self-control when provoked.
A learner can show self-control when provoked by:
i. Taking a Deep Breath and Pausing: Instead of reacting immediately with anger or hurtful words, a learner can consciously take a moment to breathe deeply and pause before responding. This allows for a brief mental reset.
ii. Walking Away (if safe and appropriate): If the provocation is escalating or becoming too intense, a learner can physically remove themselves from the situation if it's safe to do so, preventing a further outburst.
iii. Counting to Ten (or higher): A simple mental technique like counting allows the learner to distract themselves momentarily from the immediate urge to retaliate, giving their emotional response time to subside.
iv. Thinking Before Speaking: Instead of blurting out retaliatory comments, a learner can consider the consequences of their words and choose a calm, non-confrontational response or no response at all.
v. Communicating Calmly: If a response is necessary, the learner can express their feelings calmly and assertively without resorting to insults or shouting. For example, "I feel upset when you say that."
vi. Remembering Christian Principles: Recalling teachings about patience, forgiveness, and loving one's enemies can help a learner choose a more virtuous response instead of succumbing to anger or revenge.
vii. Seeking Help from an Adult: If they find themselves unable to control their reaction or if the provocation is persistent or harmful, they can seek assistance from a teacher or another trusted adult.
viii. Focusing on the Long-Term Goal: Rather than letting a momentary provocation derail them, a learner can focus on their academic goals or maintaining good relationships, which requires self-control.
27. Christian Approach to Work and Wealth
(a) Jane sells snacks at break time and uses the money to buy books. Explain how this shows a good Christian approach to work.
Jane's actions demonstrate a good Christian approach to work in several ways:

ii. Purposeful Use of Earnings: She uses her earnings for a beneficial and constructive purpose – buying books for her education. This shows responsible stewardship of resources and a commitment to personal development, which aligns with Christian principles of using one's talents and resources wisely.
iii. Responsibility: Her initiative to earn money for her needs demonstrates personal responsibility rather than relying solely on others.
iv. Creativity and Initiative: She is resourceful in finding a way to meet her needs, which is a positive attribute.
(b) List four ways Christians should use their wealth.
Christians should use their wealth in ways that honor God and benefit others:
i. Tithes and Offerings: Giving a portion (tithe) of their income to the church and generously contributing to ministries and missions to support the spread of the Gospel and the work of God's kingdom.
ii. Supporting the Poor and Needy: Using wealth to help the less fortunate, orphans, widows, and those in distress, demonstrating practical love and compassion as commanded by Jesus.

vii. Usury (Excessive Interest): Lending money at excessively high interest rates, preying on the financial desperation of others.

28. Obeying Rules and Fairness
(a) After losing a class election, Tom plans to break class rules. As a Christian friend, what would you advise him to do?
As a Christian friend, I would advise Tom to:
i. Accept the Outcome with Grace: Encourage him to accept that he lost fairly and to respect the results of the election, even if he's disappointed. Remind him that humility and good sportsmanship are important Christian qualities.
ii. Avoid Retaliation and Bitterness: Advise him against seeking revenge or letting bitterness lead him to break rules. Explain that such actions would only harm him and damage his reputation, going against Christian principles of forgiveness and peaceful conduct.
iii. Pray for Strength and a Positive Attitude: Suggest he pray for strength to overcome his disappointment and to adopt a positive attitude, focusing on how he can still contribute positively to the class, even without a leadership position.
iv. Support the Elected Leader: Encourage him to support the newly elected class leader, recognizing that working together for the common good is more aligned with Christian unity than division.
v. Find Other Ways to Contribute: Help him identify other ways he can still serve the class and school, perhaps by offering ideas, participating actively in projects, or simply being a positive influence among his peers, without needing a formal title.
vi. Learn from the Experience: Suggest he reflect on the experience, learn from it, and consider how he can improve for future opportunities, rather than dwelling on the loss.
(b) State three reasons why Christians should obey rules.
Christians should obey rules for several reasons:
i. To Obey God's Command for Order: The Bible teaches that governing authorities and rules are established by God to maintain order and prevent chaos (Romans 13:1-7, 1 Peter 2:13-17). Obeying rules, therefore, is an act of obedience to God's will for societal harmony.
ii. To Be a Good Witness/Testimony: By obeying rules, Christians demonstrate integrity and respect for authority, providing a positive testimony to non-believers about the transforming power of their faith and avoiding bringing disrepute to Christianity.
iii. To Promote Peace and Harmony: Rules are designed to ensure fairness, safety, and cooperation. Obeying them contributes to a peaceful and harmonious environment in schools, communities, and society at large, reflecting the Christian call to be peacemakers.
iv. To Avoid Punishment: While not the primary reason, obedience to rules helps Christians avoid the negative consequences and penalties that come with breaking them, which can disrupt their lives and ministry.
v. To Show Love for Neighbor: By adhering to rules, Christians show consideration and love for their neighbors (classmates, teachers, citizens), as rules often protect the rights and well-being of others.
(c) During a group project, some members refuse to work equally. How should the group leader promote fairness and justice?
To promote fairness and justice in a group project where members refuse to work equally, the group leader should:
i. Communicate Expectations Clearly: Before starting, the leader should clearly outline everyone's roles, responsibilities, and expected contributions, ensuring everyone understands what is required of them.
ii. Facilitate Open Discussion: The leader should create a safe space for group members to discuss their concerns about unequal contributions, perhaps in a gentle and non-accusatory manner, encouraging self-correction.
iii. Redistribute Tasks Fairly: If some members are genuinely overloaded or others are slacking, the leader should re-evaluate and redistribute tasks to ensure a more equitable workload for everyone, based on individual strengths and availability.
iv. Set Measurable Milestones: Break down the project into smaller tasks with clear deadlines and assign accountability for each. This makes it easier to track individual contributions and identify who is not pulling their weight.
v. Offer Support and Training: If a member is struggling due to lack of understanding or skills, the leader should offer help or suggest resources/training rather than immediately assuming laziness.
vi. Address Issues Privately First: If a member is consistently not contributing, the leader should speak with them privately to understand the reason and clearly state the expectation for their participation, emphasizing the importance of teamwork.
vii. Involve a Teacher/Mediator (as a last resort): If direct communication and attempts at resolution within the group fail, the leader should inform the teacher about the issue, providing objective information about the unequal contributions and seeking their guidance for mediation.
viii. Lead by Example: The leader should consistently demonstrate a strong work ethic and fairness in their own contributions, setting a positive example for the rest of the group.

29. Conflict Resolution and Christian Leadership
(a) Your class disagrees over who should lead a discussion group. Describe four ways the disagreement can be resolved peacefully.
Four ways the disagreement over who should lead a discussion group can be resolved peacefully are:
i. Vote by Consensus or Secret Ballot: The class can hold a democratic vote, either openly or via secret ballot, where each member casts a vote for their preferred leader. The person with the majority votes is chosen. This is a common and generally accepted method for making group decisions.
ii. Establish Clear Leadership Criteria and Re-evaluate: The class can collectively identify specific qualities and skills (e.g., good listener, organized, knowledgeable on the topic, fair) that are important for a discussion leader. Then, they can re-evaluate the candidates based on these agreed-upon criteria to make an objective decision.
iii. Take Turns Leading (Rotational Leadership): Instead of one permanent leader, the class can agree to rotate the leadership role among the interested members for different topics or sessions. This gives everyone a chance to lead and learn, promoting inclusivity.
iv. Mediation by a Teacher or Neutral Party: If the disagreement is intense, a teacher or another respected, neutral individual can act as a mediator. They can help facilitate a discussion, guide the class towards common ground, and help them arrive at a mutually agreeable solution.
v. Divide and Conquer (Multiple Leaders): If the discussion group is large enough, they could consider having co-leaders or assigning different sub-topics to different individuals who then lead those specific parts, sharing the leadership responsibility.
vi. Focus on Skills, Not Popularity: Encourage the class to choose a leader based on demonstrated abilities and suitability for the task, rather than just popularity or friendship, making the decision more objective and fair.
(b) Give four qualities of a good Christian leader.
Four qualities of a good Christian leader include:
i. Servant Leadership: A Christian leader understands that their role is to serve others rather than to be served. They prioritize the needs and well-being of those they lead, following the example of Jesus who came to serve.
ii. Humility: They possess humility, recognizing that their abilities and position come from God. They are open to correction, admit mistakes, and are not driven by pride or a desire for personal glory.
iii. Integrity and Honesty: A good Christian leader demonstrates unwavering honesty and moral integrity in all their dealings. They are trustworthy, consistent in their words and actions, and committed to doing what is right.
iv. Compassion and Empathy: They show genuine care, understanding, and empathy for those they lead, actively listening to their concerns, and responding with kindness and a desire to help.
v. Wisdom and Discernment: They possess spiritual wisdom and discernment to make sound decisions, often seeking God's guidance through prayer and His Word. They can see beyond the surface and make choices that align with biblical principles.
vi. Patience and Forbearance: They exhibit patience when dealing with challenging situations or difficult individuals, showing forbearance and a willingness to extend grace.
vii. Vision and Faith: They have a clear vision for the future and the direction they are leading, coupled with strong faith in God's ability to achieve that vision.
viii. Accountability: They are accountable to God and to those they lead, taking responsibility for their actions and decisions.
(c) You were wrongly accused of noise-making in class. What would you do as a Christian to handle the situation?
As a Christian, to handle being wrongly accused of noise-making in class, I would:
i. Remain Calm and Respectful: My first reaction would be to remain calm, composed, and respectful towards the accuser (teacher or classmate). Reacting with anger or defensiveness would only worsen the situation and not reflect Christian character.
ii. Politely State My Innocence: I would politely but firmly state that I was not making noise, without being argumentative or rude. For example, "Excuse me, I wasn't actually making noise, I was focused on my work."
iii. Offer an Explanation (if applicable): If there was a misunderstanding or something that might have caused the impression of noise (e.g., dropping a pen, clearing my throat quietly), I would briefly and calmly explain it, without making excuses.
iv. Forgive the Accusation: In my heart, I would choose to forgive the person who wrongly accused me, understanding that they might have genuinely mistaken someone else for me or simply jumped to conclusions.
v. Pray for Guidance: I would silently or later pray for wisdom on how to handle the situation and for God's peace to fill me, trusting that He knows the truth.
vi. Let My Actions Speak: I would continue to demonstrate good behavior in class, knowing that consistent good conduct will ultimately prove my innocence over time.
vii. Avoid Grudges or Gossip: I would make a conscious effort not to hold a grudge against the person who accused me, nor would I gossip about the incident to others, maintaining a spirit of peace and unity.
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
