21. Your school is planning a field trip to a historical site in your county. The teacher has provided a simple sketch map of the area to guide you. Use it to answer question 21.
a) Using the compass rose, in which direction is the Museum from the school? (1 Mark) *
Answer: North East 
b) Name two natural features shown on the map. (2 Marks) 
Answer: River, lake, forest trees
c) If the scale of the map is 1 cm represents 100 meters, and the distance between the school and the historical monument on the map is 3 cm, what is the actual distance? (2 Marks) 
Answer: Calculation: Actual distance = Map distance × Scale * Actual distance = 3 cm × 100 meters/cm * Actual distance = 300 meters 
TASK 2: CITIZENSHIP (5 Marks)
22. Sarah is a Grade 7 student who loves her country, Kenya. She often discusses with her friends how they can be good citizens.
a) State two responsibilities of a good citizen in Kenya. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Obeying laws and regulations. 
 Elaboration: A fundamental responsibility of a good citizen is to respect and adhere to the laws established by the government. This includes traffic laws, property laws, and all other legislation, as it ensures order, safety, and justice within society. Disobeying laws leads to chaos and undermines the rule of law. 
ii) Answer: Paying taxes honestly and on time. 
Elaboration: Taxes are a crucial source of revenue for the government to fund public services like schools, hospitals, infrastructure (roads, electricity), and security. A good citizen contributes to the nation's development by fulfilling their tax obligations honestly and punctually. 
Other possible responsibilities: 
i. Participating in elections/voting, 
ii. Protecting the environment, promoting peace and unity,
iii. Reporting crimes, 
iv. Participating in community development, 
v. Upholding national symbols, 
vi. Defending the country (if called upon),
vii. Respecting others' rights.
b) Identify two rights of a child as enshrined in the Constitution of Kenya. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Right to education. 
Elaboration: The Constitution of Kenya guarantees every child the right to basic education, which includes free and compulsory primary education. This right is vital for a child's intellectual development, future opportunities, and ability to contribute to society. 
ii) Answer: Right to parental care and protection. 
 Elaboration: Children have the right to be cared for by their parents or guardians and to be protected from neglect, abuse, and all forms of violence. This ensures a safe and nurturing environment for their growth and well-being. 
 Other possible rights: 
i. Right to a name and nationality, 
ii. Right to basic nutrition/health care/shelter/clothing, 
iii. Right to be protected from harmful cultural practices,
iv. Right to protection from child labor, 
v. Right not to be detained except as a last resort, 
vi. Right to leisure and play, 
vii. Right to participation in decisions affecting them.
c) Why is it important for citizens to participate in community development projects? (1 Mark) 
 Answer: It is important for citizens to participate in community development projects because it leads to the improvement of their local area and the well-being of its residents. 
 Elaboration: Active participation in community projects, such as clean-up drives, building local infrastructure (e.g., footbridges, community centers), or initiating self-help groups, directly addresses local needs and challenges. It fosters a sense of ownership, collective responsibility, and unity among community members, leading to sustainable development and a better quality of life for everyone. It also allows citizens to contribute directly to solutions rather than waiting for external intervention.
TASK 3: HISTORY (30 Marks)
23. Grade 7 learners watched a documentary about the origin of mankind.
a) Name the part of Africa believed to be the cradle of humankind. (1 Mark) 
Answer: East Africa. 
Elaboration: Archaeological and paleontological discoveries, particularly in the Great Rift Valley region of East Africa (covering countries like Kenya, Tanzania, Ethiopia), have unearthed the oldest known hominid fossils, leading scientists to widely believe that this region is where early humans first evolved and began their journey across the globe.
b) Give two reasons why the discovery of fire was important to early humans. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Protection from wild animals. 
Elaboration: Fire provided a crucial defense mechanism. Its light and heat kept nocturnal predators at bay, offering safety to early humans, especially during the night, and allowing them to sleep more securely. 
 ii) Answer: Cooking food. 
Elaboration: The ability to cook food (meat, vegetables) made it softer, easier to digest, and killed harmful bacteria, reducing illness. Cooked food also provided more nutrients and energy, which is believed to have contributed to brain development in early humans. 
 Other possible reasons: 
i. Warmth in cold weather, 
ii. Light in darkness (allowing for nighttime activities like crafting, storytelling), 
iii. Tool hardening (e.g., spear tips), 
iv. Social cohesion (gathering around the fire), 
v. Clearing land for easier movement or hunting.
24. Identify two contributions of the ancient Egyptian civilization to humanity. (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Development of Hieroglyphic writing. 
Elaboration: The ancient Egyptians developed a complex system of writing using pictures and symbols called hieroglyphs. This system was crucial for record-keeping, administration, religious texts, and transmitting knowledge, forming a foundation for later writing systems. 
 ii) Answer: Advancements in mathematics and astronomy. 
 Elaboration: The Egyptians made significant strides in mathematics (e.g., geometry for pyramid construction, land surveying after Nile floods) and astronomy (e.g., developing a solar calendar with 365 days, predicting Nile floods, understanding constellations). These advancements were vital for agriculture, architecture, and religious practices, and influenced subsequent civilizations. 
 Other possible contributions: 
i. Pyramid and temple construction (architecture/engineering), 
ii. Sophisticated medical knowledge (surgery, pharmacology, mummification), 
iii. Irrigation systems (management of Nile floods for agriculture), 
iv. Papyrus (early form of paper), 
v. Concepts of afterlife and complex religious beliefs, 
vi. Early forms of cosmetics and personal hygiene.
25. Grade 8 learners watched a video clip about the Indian Ocean slave trade.
a) Distinguish between slavery and servitude. (2 Marks) 
 Answer: Slavery is a system where an individual is treated as property, owned by another person, and has no rights, freedoms, or control over their life or labor, often for life and inherited by offspring. Servitude, on the other hand, refers to a condition of being subjected to a master or a state of being a servant, where individuals might owe labor or service (e.g., for debt, or as a form of punishment), but they generally retain some rights, can often gain freedom after a period, and are not considered property. 
 Elaboration: The key difference lies in ownership and legal status. A slave is a chattel (property), devoid of legal personhood and subject to sale or inheritance. A person in servitude, while compelled to work, often retains their human dignity and a path to freedom, or their service is for a defined period or condition. Examples of servitude include indentured servitude or certain forms of debt bondage, which, while exploitative, were distinct from chattel slavery.
b) State two negative effects of the Indian Ocean slave trade on African communities. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Depopulation and loss of productive labor. 
Elaboration: The constant capture and removal of able-bodied individuals (young men and women) from African communities led to a significant decline in population. This loss of strong, healthy, and productive members crippled agricultural output, economic activities, and defense capabilities, hindering growth and development. 
 ii) Answer: Increased inter-community warfare and instability. 
 Elaboration: The demand for slaves by external traders often incentivized certain African communities or leaders to raid neighboring groups for captives. This led to increased violence, mistrust, and destabilization, disrupting traditional social structures and fostering continuous conflict within regions. 
Other possible effects: 
i. Underdevelopment of local economies (focus shifted to slave trade rather than productive activities), 
ii. Destruction of social structures and traditional leadership, 
iii. Spread of fear and insecurity, introduction of foreign diseases, 
iv. Cultural degradation and loss of identity among enslaved people.
26. Give one example of an internal form of servitude that existed in some African communities before the coming of Europeans. (1 Mark) 
 Answer: Debt bondage / collateral bondage/Pawnship. 
 Elaboration: In some African societies, individuals or families might offer themselves or their children as collateral (pawns) for a debt. They would work for the creditor until the debt was repaid. This was a temporary condition, not inheritable, and the pawns generally retained some rights and cultural identity. 
Other possible examples: 
i. Judicial servitude (as punishment for crimes), 
ii. familial servitude (children or relatives working for a senior family member), 
iii. Servitude for protection (weak individuals seeking refuge and offering labor to stronger groups). 
These forms were generally different from the chattel slavery imposed by external slave traders.
27. An old picture was displayed and learners were asked to debate about it. 
a) Explain the meaning of the barter system of trade. (1 Mark) 
Answer: The barter system of trade is a method of exchanging goods or services directly for other goods or services without the use of money as a medium of exchange. 
Elaboration: In a barter system, for example, a farmer might exchange a bunch of banana for a goat pots.It relies on a "double coincidence of wants," meaning each party must have something the other desires.
b) Give two reasons why the barter system was eventually replaced by money. (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Lack of a double coincidence of wants. 
Elaboration: A major limitation of barter is that both parties in a transaction must simultaneously want what the other has to offer. This can be very difficult and time-consuming, making trade inefficient. Money solved this by providing a universally accepted medium of exchange. 
ii) Answer: Difficulty in determining value and divisibility. 
 Elaboration: It was challenging to determine the exact equivalent value of different goods and services (e.g., how many chickens equal one cow, or how much cloth for a sack of grain). Also, some goods are not easily divisible (e.g., you can't easily give half a cow for a small amount of grain), making small-scale transactions difficult. Money provides a standardized unit of account and is easily divisible. 
Other possible reasons: 
i. Perishability of goods (some goods could spoil before a suitable trade partner was found), 
ii. Lack of a store of value (some goods decay, while money can retain value over time), 
iii. Difficulty in transporting bulky goods, 
iv. Lack of deferred payments (hard to pay back in future goods of equivalent value).
28. As a Grade 7 learner, suggest two entrepreneurial opportunities related to the study of history in your local community. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Starting a local historical tour guide service. 
Elaboration: A learner could research local historical sites, stories, and cultural practices, then offer guided tours to tourists, school groups, or other community members interested in learning about the area's past. This could involve creating brochures, maps, and engaging narratives. 
ii) Answer: Creating and selling historical crafts or souvenirs. 
Elaboration: Based on historical research, a learner could design and produce crafts inspired by the local community's past, such as traditional pottery designs, historical attire replicas, or miniature models of historical landmarks. These could be sold at local markets, cultural events, or online. 
 Other possible opportunities:
i. Documenting local oral histories (and perhaps publishing them), 
ii. Creating a local history blog or social media page (with potential for advertising), 
iii. Organizing local history workshops or events, 
iv. Developing educational materials on local history for younger learners.
29. Use the map of Africa below to answer question 29.
a) What is the name of the major latitude marked U? (1 Mark) 
 Answer: Equator. 
 Elaboration: The Equator is the imaginary line of latitude at 0 degrees, which divides the Earth into the Northern and Southern Hemispheres. It passes through several African countries.
b) Name the Traditional African Kingdoms labelled R, S and T. (3 Marks) 
R –Ancient Egyptian kingdom
S –Kongo Kingdom.
T –Great Zimbabwe Kingdom
c) Identify two African countries crossed by the Latitude marked U (Equator). (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Kenya 
Elaboration: The Equator passes through the central part of Kenya, north of Mount Kenya. 
ii) Answer: Uganda 
Elaboration: The Equator crosses the southern part of Uganda, including Lake Victoria. 
 Other possible countries: 
i. Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC).
ii. Gabon, Republic of the Congo. 
iii. Somalia.
iv. Sao Tome and Principe.
30. Terry and Freddy were discussing about the Ogiek, Zulu and the Asante communities during a group discussing time.
a) Describe one economic activity of the Ogiek community. (1 Mark) 
 Answer: The Ogiek community traditionally practices honey hunting/gathering. 
 Elaboration: The Ogiek are an indigenous hunter-gatherer community primarily residing in the Mau Forest complex in Kenya. Their economy heavily revolves around forest products, with honey being a particularly significant resource, which they gather from wild beehives. They also engage in hunting and gathering of wild fruits and roots.
b) How did the Asante Kingdom accumulate wealth? Give two ways. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Control over the gold trade. 
 Elaboration: The Asante Kingdom, located in present-day Ghana, was strategically positioned along major trade routes for gold. They controlled rich gold mines and became a central player in the trans-Saharan and coastal gold trade with Europeans, which generated immense wealth. 
 ii) Answer: Participation in the trans-Atlantic slave trade. 
 Elaboration: The Asante Kingdom also accumulated significant wealth through their involvement in the trans-Atlantic slave trade. They captured and sold slaves to European traders in exchange for firearms and other goods, which further strengthened their military and economic power. * Other possible ways: Control over the Kola nut trade, tribute from conquered states, efficient administration and taxation system.
c) Mention one key social structure within the Zulu community. (1 Mark) 
 Answer: The regimental system (amabutho). 
 Elaboration: The Zulu community, under leaders like Shaka, developed a highly organized military and social structure known as the amabutho. Young men were conscripted into age-grade regiments, living in military barracks, which served to consolidate power, enforce discipline, and unify disparate clans under a strong central authority. These regiments also formed the basis of their fearsome military might. 
 Other possible structures: 
i. Strong patriarchal system, 
ii. Emphasis on clan identity, 
iii. The King as the supreme leader.
31. Identify two challenges faced by traditional African communities in preserving their culture in the modern era. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Influence of Western culture and globalization. 
 Elaboration: The widespread exposure to Western media, education, fashion, music, and lifestyles through globalization often leads to the adoption of foreign norms and values, causing traditional practices, languages, and beliefs to be seen as outdated or less appealing, especially among the youth. 
 ii) Answer: Rural-urban migration and urbanization. 
 Elaboration: As people move from rural traditional communities to urban centers in search of economic opportunities, they often lose connection with their ancestral lands, elders, and community structures that are crucial for the transmission of culture. Urban environments may not support traditional practices, leading to their decline. 
 Other possible challenges: 
i. Erosion of traditional languages (due to emphasis on official languages in education/media),
ii. Impact of modern education systems (sometimes de-emphasizing indigenous knowledge), 
iii. Economic pressures (leading to abandonment of traditional livelihoods), 
iv. Religious conversions (conflicting with traditional beliefs), 
v. Lack of interest among younger generations, 
vi. Environmental degradation affecting traditional resources.
32. Dorothy was reading articles in the Constitution of Kenya.
a) Explain the importance of the Constitution of Kenya to its citizens. (2 Marks) 
 Answer: The Constitution of Kenya is important to its citizens because it is the supreme law of the land, providing a framework for governance, protecting fundamental rights and freedoms, and outlining the powers and limitations of various government institutions. 
 Elaboration: It guarantees citizens' rights such as freedom of speech, assembly, and religion, and outlines how these rights can be enjoyed and protected. It also establishes the duties of citizens and sets out the principles of justice, equality, and rule of law, ensuring that everyone is treated fairly and that no one is above the law. It serves as a guide for resolving disputes and ensures accountability from leaders.
b) Define the term 'African Diaspora'. (1 Mark) 
Answer: The African Diaspora refers to the communities of people of African descent living outside of the continent of Africa, largely due to historical events such as the trans-Atlantic slave trade. 
Elaboration: It encompasses the descendants of Africans who were forcibly removed from their homelands, as well as more recent voluntary migrants, forming a global network connected by shared ancestry, history, and cultural heritage.
c) State one way in which the African Diaspora has contributed to the development of Africa. (1 Mark)  Answer: Sending remittances (money) back to their families and communities in Africa. 
 Elaboration: Remittances sent by the African Diaspora are a significant source of foreign currency for many African countries, boosting local economies, supporting family livelihoods, funding education, healthcare, and small businesses. 
Other possible contributions: 
i. Promoting African culture globally, 
ii. Advocating for African development issues on the international stage, 
iii. Investing in businesses in Africa, sharing skills and expertise (brain gain), 
iv. Influencing policies in their host countries to benefit Africa,
v. Fostering cultural exchange.
TASK 4: GEOGRAPHY (30 Marks)
33. Teacher Philemon displayed the following picture in a class wall.
a) Identify the planet in our solar system known to support life. (1 Mark) 
 Answer: Earth. 
Elaboration: Earth is currently the only known planet in our solar System that harbors life.
b) State two conditions on the planet you have mentioned in (a) above that make it suitable for life. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Presence of liquid water. 
 Elaboration: Water is essential for all known forms of life. Earth has vast oceans, lakes, and rivers, and its temperature range allows water to exist in liquid form, which is crucial for biological processes. 
 ii) Answer: Habitable temperature range (due to optimal distance from the sun). 
 Elaboration: Earth is located within the "Goldilocks Zone" (or habitable zone) around the sun, meaning it's neither too hot nor too cold. This allows for the existence of liquid water and prevents extreme temperatures that would be inhospitable to life. 
 Other possible conditions: 
i. Presence of a suitable atmosphere (containing oxygen, nitrogen, carbon dioxide etc., and providing protection from harmful radiation),
ii. Presence of a magnetic field (protecting from solar wind and cosmic rays), 
iii. Suitable atmospheric pressure, 
iv. Stable rotation and tilt (creating seasons and distributing heat), 
v. Abundance of essential chemical elements.
c) Name the heavenly body marked H (1 Mark) 
  Answer: comet. 
 Comet: The comet has a head and tail. The tail points away from the sun as it burns.
34. Grade 7 learners were discussing about weather and climate during a nature walk.
a) Differentiate between weather and climate. (2 Marks) 
 Answer: Weather refers to the day-to-day atmospheric conditions of a specific place at a particular time (e.g., sunny, rainy, windy today). Climate, on the other hand, refers to the average weather conditions of a region over a long period of time, typically 30 years or more (e.g., Kenya has a tropical climate). 
 Elaboration: Weather is what you experience today or this week (short-term, highly variable). Climate is the expected pattern of weather in a region (long-term, stable average). You talk about "the weather" when deciding what to wear, but "the climate" when discussing where different crops can grow.
b) Name two elements of weather that can be measured using specific instruments. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Temperature. 
 Elaboration: Temperature, the degree of hotness or coldness of the atmosphere, is measured using a thermometer. 
ii) Answer: Rainfall/Precipitation. 
 Elaboration: The amount of rain (or other forms of precipitation like snow or hail) is measured using a rain gauge. 
 Other possible elements: 
i. Wind direction (wind vane), 
ii. Wind speed (anemometer), 
iii. Atmospheric pressure (barometer), 
iv. Humidity (hygrometer), 
v. Sunshine duration (sunshine recorder).
c) Why is it important for farmers to have knowledge of weather patterns? (1 Mark) 
Answer: It is important for farmers to have knowledge of weather patterns because it helps them make informed decisions about planting, harvesting, and managing their crops and livestock, thereby maximizing yields and minimizing losses. 
Elaboration: Knowledge of seasonal rainfall patterns helps them know when to plant to ensure sufficient water for growth. Understanding temperature changes guides them on crop choices suitable for certain seasons. Awareness of potential droughts or floods allows them to prepare and take protective measures, ultimately leading to better food security and economic stability.
35. a) Give two examples of human diversity you might observe in your classroom. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Different ethnic backgrounds/tribes/races. 
 Elaboration: Learners in a classroom may come from various ethnic groups within Kenya (e.g., Maasai, Luo, Kikuyu, Luhya, Kamba) or even different nationalities, each with distinct cultural practices, languages, and histories. 
 ii) Answer: Variety of languages spoken at home. 
Elaboration: While English and Kiswahili are common, students might speak different mother tongues or regional languages at home, reflecting their linguistic diversity. 
Other possible examples: 
Different religious beliefs (Christian, Muslim, Hindu, Traditional African religions), 
i. Varying socio-economic backgrounds, 
ii. Different learning styles, 
iii. Diverse physical abilities, 
iv. Different interests/talents, 
v. Different family structures.
b) Why is it important to respect human diversity? (1 Mark) 
Answer: It is important to respect human diversity because it fosters an inclusive, harmonious, and rich society where everyone feels valued, can learn from each other, and contribute their unique perspectives and talents. 
 Elaboration: Respect for diversity promotes tolerance, understanding, and empathy, reducing prejudice, discrimination, and conflict. It allows for a broader range of ideas and solutions to problems and strengthens social cohesion by appreciating the unique contributions of each individual and group.
c) Suggest two ways to foster positive interpersonal relationships among students in a school setting. (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Encouraging teamwork and collaborative learning activities. 
Elaboration: When students work together on projects, group assignments, or sports teams, they learn to communicate, cooperate, share responsibilities, and resolve differences, which builds strong bonds and mutual respect. 
 ii) Answer: Promoting open communication and active listening. 
Elaboration: Teaching students how to express their thoughts and feelings respectfully and how to truly listen to others' perspectives without interrupting or judging can prevent misunderstandings and build trust. Creating safe spaces for discussion helps. 
Other possible ways: 
i. Organizing social events and clubs (e.g., debate club, drama club, sports clubs), 
ii. Implementing peer mentorship programs,
iii. Establishing clear anti-bullying policies and promoting a culture of kindness,
iv. Teaching conflict resolution skills,
v. Celebrating diverse cultures and backgrounds,
vi. Encouraging empathy through role-playing and discussions.
36. a) Identify two safety measures you should observe during a fieldwork activity. (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Always stay with the group and listen to the teacher's instructions. 
Elaboration: Fieldwork can take place in unfamiliar environments. Staying with the designated group ensures that no one gets lost, and following the teacher's guidance is crucial for avoiding hazards and ensuring everyone's safety. 
ii) Answer: Wear appropriate clothing and footwear. 
Elaboration: This might include sturdy closed-toe shoes to protect feet from uneven terrain, sharp objects, or insects, and clothing suitable for the weather conditions (e.g., long sleeves/pants to protect from sun/scratches, rain gear if needed). 
Other possible safety measures: 
i. Avoid touching unknown plants or animals, 
ii. Be aware of surroundings (traffic, slippery surfaces), 
iii. Carry a first aid kit, drink enough water to stay hydrated, 
iv. Do not eat or drink anything unless advised by the teacher, 
v. Report any injuries or discomfort immediately.
b) Give one reason why fieldwork is important in the study of Social Studies. (1 Mark) 
Answer: Fieldwork is important because it provides first-hand experience and direct observation of geographical, historical, or societal phenomena, making learning more practical, engaging, and memorable than simply reading from textbooks. 
Elaboration: It allows learners to connect theoretical knowledge with real-world examples, improving understanding and retention. For instance, visiting a historical site allows students to visualize past events, or visiting a market helps them understand economic activities.
37. Your class is planning a Community Service Learning (CSL) project to improve the school environment.
a) Suggest one CSL project related to improving the school environment. (1 Mark) 
Answer: A school-wide tree planting and gardening initiative. 
 Elaboration: This project would involve students planting trees around the school compound for shade, aesthetics, and environmental benefits, and establishing school gardens (e.g., vegetable gardens or flower beds) to beautify the space and potentially provide fresh produce. 
Other possible projects: 
i. Organizing a school clean-up and waste segregation program, 
ii. Painting classrooms/school walls, 
iii. Establishing a school recycling program, 
iv. Repairing and maintaining school furniture, 
v. Creating outdoor learning spaces.
b) State two benefits of participating in such a CSL project to the students. (2 Marks) 
i) Answer: Develops a sense of civic responsibility and community ownership. 
 Elaboration: By actively participating in improving their school environment, students learn the importance of contributing positively to their community and develop a sense of pride and responsibility for their shared spaces. 
 ii) Answer: Enhances practical skills and teamwork. 
 Elaboration: Such projects involve practical tasks (e.g., planting, painting, cleaning, organizing) that teach valuable life skills. Working together in groups also strengthens teamwork, communication, and leadership abilities. 
 Other possible benefits: 
i. Promotes environmental awareness,
ii. Improves physical well-being (through active tasks), 
iii. Fosters empathy and social connections, 
iv. Provides an opportunity to apply classroom learning, 
v. Builds positive self-esteem and confidence.

38. a) List two qualities of a responsible Grade 7 student. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Punctuality/Timeliness.

 ii) Answer: Accountability/Taking ownership of actions.

 Other possible qualities: 
i. Self-discipline, honesty, 
ii. Respect for rules and others,

b) Explain how self-exploration can help you in making career choices in the future. (2 Marks)

Knowing your interests and strengths allows you to narrow down options and pursue paths where you are likely to thrive and feel fulfilled, rather than choosing a career based on external pressures or without genuine interest.





39. a) Identify two common causes of conflict among learners in school. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Misunderstandings/Poor communication. 
 Elaboration: Students might misinterpret each other's words, intentions, or actions, leading to hurt feelings and disagreements. Lack of clear communication can escalate minor issues into major conflicts. 
 ii) Answer: Competition over resources/attention. 
 Elaboration: Conflicts can arise when students compete for limited resources (e.g., sports equipment, shared study materials, turns on a computer) or for the teacher's attention, leading to jealousy, exclusion, or arguments. * Other possible causes:
i. Bullying/teasing, 
ii. Differences in opinions/beliefs, 
iii. Gossip/rumors, 
iv. Peer pressure, 
v. Personality clashes, 
vi. Unfairness/perceived injustice, 
vii. Academic pressure, 
viii. Sharing personal space.
b) Describe two non-violent ways of resolving conflicts in school. (2 Marks) 
 i) Answer: Mediation. 
 Elaboration: This involves a neutral third party (like a teacher, counselor, or peer mediator) helping the conflicting parties communicate, understand each other's perspectives, and reach a mutually agreeable solution. The mediator facilitates discussion but does not take sides or impose a decision. 
 ii) Answer: Dialogue and active listening. 
 Elaboration: Encouraging the students involved in a conflict to sit down and openly discuss their feelings and perspectives, while actively listening to understand the other person's point of view without interruption or judgment. This helps in identifying the root cause of the conflict and finding common ground. 
 Other possible ways: 
i. Negotiation (direct discussion between conflicting parties to find a compromise), 
ii. Compromise (each party gives up something to reach a solution),
iii. Apology and forgiveness, 
iv. Seeking adult intervention (if unable to resolve independently), 
v. Avoiding/walking away (if the conflict is minor and can be defused by disengaging).


c) Why is it important to promote peace in the community? (2 Marks) 
 Answer: It is important to promote peace in the community because peace is essential for stability, progress, and the overall well-being of its members, enabling people to live safely, develop economically, and foster social cohesion. 
 Elaboration: A peaceful community experiences less crime, violence, and insecurity, allowing businesses to thrive, children to attend school without fear, and healthcare services to operate effectively. It creates an environment where people can trust each other, collaborate on shared goals, respect diversity, and resolve differences constructively, leading to sustainable development and a higher quality of life for everyone. Without peace, progress in any sector is severely hampered.
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
