


KENYA JUNIOR SCHOOL EDUCATION ASSESSMENT
SCORING AND GRADING GUIDELINES


INTRODUCTION.
The terms CBC, CBE, SBA, and CBA are all related to Kenya's educational reforms, particularly the Competency-Based Curriculum. While they are interconnected, they refer to different aspects of the system. 
1. CBC: Competency-Based Curriculum
· What it is: This is the foundational curriculum framework that Kenya adopted, replacing the 8-4-4 system. Introduced in 2017, its primary aim is to shift the focus from rote memorization and exam-centric learning to the acquisition of practical skills, competencies, and values.
· Key Focus: Developing skills, creativity, critical thinking, problem-solving, collaboration, and communication. It's about what is taught and what learners are expected to be able to do.
· Structure: It structures learning into phases (Early Years Education, Primary School Education, Junior School Education, Senior School, Tertiary Education) and emphasizes continuous assessment.
2. CBE: Competency-Based Education
· What it is: This is a broader, more holistic educational approach that has officially replaced CBC. While CBC primarily focused on the curriculum itself, CBE encompasses the entire educational ecosystem.
· Key Focus: CBE integrates the curriculum, pedagogy (teaching methods), assessment (how learning is measured), and even infrastructure to foster skill acquisition and real-world application. It's about how learners are taught, supported, and assessed to achieve competencies.
· Shift from CBC: The transition from CBC to CBE signifies a deeper commitment to ensuring that the entire system aligns to nurture each learner's potential. It aims to be more streamlined, cost-effective, and learner-centered, addressing some of the complexities and resource-intensive aspects that were associated with the initial CBC implementation. It emphasizes personalized learning paths and practical skill development for employability.
3. SBA: School-Based Assessment
· What it is: SBA refers to assessments that are conducted by teachers within the school setting. These are ongoing assessments that are integrated into the learning process throughout the academic year.
· Key Focus: Formative assessment, providing continuous feedback to learners and teachers. It includes projects, practical tasks, assignments, and observations. These assessments contribute to a learner's overall profile and progression.
· Role in CBC/CBE: Under the CBC/CBE framework, SBA plays a crucial role in the overall evaluation of a learner. For instance, in the transition to Senior Secondary, SBA results from Grades 7 and 8 contribute a significant percentage (e.g., 20% or 40% in some models) to the learner's final score alongside national assessments.
4. CBA: Competency-Based Assessment
· What it is: This is the overall assessment system used within the CBC/CBE framework. It's a learner-centered approach to assessment that focuses on measuring what learners can do (their competencies) rather than just what they know (rote knowledge).
· Key Focus: Evaluating learners' ability to apply knowledge, skills, attitudes, and values to solve real-life situations. It employs a variety of assessment methods, including both formative (ongoing) and summative (end-of-level) assessments.
· Components: CBA encompasses all forms of assessment under the CBC/CBE, including school-based assessments (SBA) and national assessments like KPSEA (Kenya Primary School Education Assessment) and KJSEA (Kenya Junior School Education Assessment). KNEC provides guidelines and uploads tools for CBA through its dedicated CBA portal.

In essence, CBC was the initial curriculum, CBE is the holistic educational system it has evolved into, and CBA is the assessment methodology used within this system, with SBA being a significant component of CBA conducted at the school level.


The Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) in Kenya marks a significant shift in the education system, moving away from a single, high-stakes examination at the end of each cycle towards continuous assessment and a more holistic evaluation of learners' competencies.
Here's a breakdown of the CBC transitions and the associated assessment types, from the beginning to the end of the basic education cycle:
CBC TRANSITIONS AND ASSESSMENT TYPES
The CBC structure is generally described as 2-6-3-3-3:
· 2 years of Pre-primary (PP1 & PP2)
· 6 years of Primary (Grades 1-6)
· 3 years of Junior Secondary School (JSS) (Grades 7-9)
· 3 years of Senior Secondary School (SSS) (Grades 10-12)
· 3+ years of Tertiary Education

Kenya Early Years Assessment (KEYA)
 (Grade 3)
	SBA continues, with teachers conducting ongoing assessments. At the end of Grade 3, learners undertake the Kenya Early Years Assessment (KEYA). This is a school-based national assessment, meaning KNEC develops and uploads the tools, but teachers administer and mark them. It's formative, primarily to check learning progress and inform teaching, not for ranking or high-stakes progression.

	School-Based Assessments (SBA) 
 Kenya Primary School Education Assessment (KPSEA) 
(Grade 6)
	SBA continues, with KNEC providing tools for school-based assessments. At the end of Grade 6, learners sit the Kenya Primary School Education Assessment (KPSEA). This is a national summative assessment. It evaluates learners' competencies developed in primary school. While it's a national exam, its primary purpose is to inform placement into Junior Secondary School, not to rank students in the traditional sense. It contributes a percentage to the overall score for transition to Senior Secondary.

	
	Junior Secondary School (JSS) (Grade 7-9)
	School-Based Assessments (SBA) 
 Kenya Junior School Education Assessment (KJSEA) 
(Grade 9)
	SBA continues throughout Grade 7 and 8, significantly contributing to the learner's final score for transition to Senior Secondary. At the end of Grade 9, learners sit the Kenya Junior School Education Assessment (KJSEA). This is a national summative assessment that is the major determinant for placement into Senior Secondary pathways (Arts & Sports Science, Social Sciences, STEM). The overall score for Senior Secondary placement is a combination of KPSEA (20%), JSS SBAs (20%), and KJSEA (60%).

	Senior Secondary (Grade 10-12)
	School-Based Assessments (SBA) 
Kenya Certificate of Basic Education (KCBE) 
(Grade 12)
	Learners specialize in one of three pathways. SBA will be continuous within these pathways. At the end of Grade 12, learners will sit the Kenya Certificate of Basic Education (KCBE). This will be the final national summative assessment marking the end of basic education under the CBC/CBE. It will determine progression to tertiary education (universities, TVETs). The structure and weighting for the KCBE will likely also integrate a significant SBA component from the Senior Secondary years.

	University/TVET Entrance Exams & Program-Specific Assessments
	After KCBE, learners transition to universities or Technical and Vocational Education and Training (TVET) institutions based on their KCBE results and chosen pathways. These institutions will have their own admission criteria and internal assessment methods.


Key Differences from the 8-4-4 System:
· Continuous Assessment: A heavy emphasis on SBA throughout all levels, making learning and assessment continuous rather than "one-off" high-stakes exams.
· Holistic Evaluation: Assessments focus on skills, competencies, attitudes, and values, not just rote memorization.
· No Ranking (in early stages): KPSEA is designed for placement and tracking, not for ranking schools or individual students competitively.
· Pathway Specialization: Learners begin to specialize earlier (in Senior Secondary) based on their interests and aptitudes, guided by the assessments.
· Multiple Assessments for Transition: The final placement into the next level is a cumulative score from various assessments over several years, reducing the pressure of a single "do-or-die" exam.







KJSEA
The Kenya National Examinations Council (KNEC) has introduced a new grading system under the Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) that involves multiple assessments for student progression. For Junior School, this primarily revolves around the Kenya Junior School Education Assessment (KJSEA), but it also considers prior assessments.
Here's a breakdown of the grading components for transition to Senior Secondary, which will include KJSEA:

	Kenya Primary School Education Assessment (KPSEA)
	20%
	Administered at the end of Grade 6 to assess readiness for Junior Secondary. It evaluates practical skills and competencies acquired in primary school. KPSEA results do not determine placement into Junior Secondary but monitor learning progress.

	School-Based Assessments (SBA)
	20%
	Conducted in Grade 7 and Grade 8. These assessments comprise projects, practicals, and theoretical tasks. They are done throughout the year in terms two and three.

	Kenya Junior School Education Assessment (KJSEA)
	60%
	The final summative assessment taken in Grade 9 to evaluate preparedness for Senior Secondary School. This is the major determinant for placement into Senior Secondary pathways.


Important Notes:
a) Senior Secondary Pathways: The combined score from KPSEA, SBA, and KJSEA will determine placement into ONE OF THE THREE senior secondary pathways: 
i. Arts and Sports Science
ii. Social Sciences
iii. Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM)
The Kenya National Examinations Council continues to provide guidelines and sample papers for KJSEA to familiarize learners with the new examination formats.
