8.) Describe Healing of the Centurion Servant (6 marks) 

· Jesus was entering the city of Nain, saw a widow who was weeping because her only son had died 

· Seeing that the woman was a lone with no family left, Jesus sympathized with her situation 

· According to jews laws regarding being widow, the death of her son meant that she would loose all her possessions and would return to her parents home. 

· No body asked Jesus to do anything 

· He was moved by compassion and took action on his own

· He asked the woman to dry her tearshe touched the coffin and ordered the young man to rise from the dead

· Touching coffin was sinful according to Jews Ceremonial laws because it made one unclean 

· When people who were at the funeral procession the man get up and walk, they were seized with fear and glorified God. 

· They acknowledged that Jesus was a great prophet and have seen a new Elijah.
