(c)	Explain how ocean currents influence climate of a given place.	(4 marks)
· Onshore winds blowing over a warm ocean current are warmed from below. This brings a warming effect which raises the temperature of adjacent coastlands.
· Onshore winds blowing over cold ocean currents are cooled from below.This brings a cooling effect which lowers the temperature of adjacent coastlands.
· Onshore winds blowing over a warm ocean current pick maximum moisture over the warm ocean thus bringing high rainfall to adjacent coastlands .
· Onshore winds blowing over a cold ocean current are cooled prematurely by the cold ocean surface thus dropping the moisture. Such winds reach the adjacent regions very dry thus very little or no rainfall.
