LESSON DEVELOPMENT Learners are guided to:
STEP 1: Discuss why they should not steal or pick up items that do not belong to them (it is wrong, it hurts others, it breaks trust, it is a sin).
STEP 2: Talk about what to do if they find a lost item (give it to the teacher).
STEP 3: In groups, role-play situations of honesty with other people's items: - Finding a pencil on the floor and giving it to the teacher. - Asking for permission before borrowing a friend's rubber. STEP 4: Discuss how they would feel if someone took their things without asking.
CONCLUSION The teacher will praise the learners for their understanding of this aspect of honesty. The teacher will reinforce the rule: "Do not take what is not yours."

a) Identify the church as a place of worship and respect it.
b) Demonstrate responsibility by serving God in church.
c) Appreciate attending church services.
KEY INQUIRY QUESTION(S): How do we serve God in church?
LEARNING RESOURCES:
· Good News Bible (Psalm 100:4)
· Growing in Christ C.R.E. Grade 1, page 76
· Chart
ORGANISATION OF LEARNING: Learners will participate in a role-playing activity.
INTRODUCTION The teacher will review the activities done in church. The lesson will focus more on how even young children can serve God in church.
LESSON DEVELOPMENT Learners are guided to:
STEP 1: Identify the church as a place of worship.
STEP 2: Discuss simple ways they can serve God in church, such as helping to keep the church clean, welcoming visitors with a smile, singing in the children's choir, or giving an offering.
STEP 3: Role-play some of these service activities.
STEP 4: Sing and dance again to the song from Psalm 100:4.
CONCLUSION The teacher will summarize that serving God is not just for adults; children can also serve Him in many simple but important ways.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to think of one way they can serve in their Sunday school class.

CONCLUSION The teacher will conclude the topic of "The Church" by summarizing that it is a house of God where we worship, serve, and pray. The teacher will encourage them to love the church and to pray always.

ORGANISATION OF LEARNING: Learners will work individually and as a class.
INTRODUCTION The teacher will explain that the final weeks are for revising all the wonderful things they have learned about Christian values and the church, and for their end-of-term assessment.
LESSON DEVELOPMENT Learners are guided to:
