- Discuss what it means to conserve water. Ask: "What does it mean to save water?"
- Introduce simple strategies for conserving water at home and school. Examples: turning off the tap while brushing teeth, taking shorter showers, using a bucket for extra watering instead of a hose.

Step 3: Group Discussion 
- Divide the class into small groups and ask them to share their ideas for conserving water.

 Organisation of Learning:
