ORGANISATION OF LEARNING: Learners will work in pairs and as a whole class.
INTRODUCTION The teacher will start by asking learners to name some technological devices they know (e.g., phone, TV, radio). The teacher will then explain that pronouncing words correctly helps people understand us clearly.
LESSON DEVELOPMENT Learners are guided to:
· STEP 1: The teacher will ask learners to listen attentively to a short text or audio clip.
· STEP 2: Learners will identify and say words with the target letter sounds: /gr/ as in green, /pr/ as in press, /oi/ as in oil, and /u/ as in put.
· STEP 3: The teacher will write the words on the board, and the class will practice pronouncing the words with the target letter combinations.
· STEP 4: In pairs, learners will practice using the new words in simple sentences.
CONCLUSION The teacher will say a word, and learners will identify the target sound it contains. Oral questions will be used to assess understanding.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to find one more word for each of the target sounds (/gr/, /pr/, /oi/, /u/).

· STEP 3: The teacher will model reading the passage with accuracy and appropriate speed.
· STEP 4: Learners will take turns reading sentences from the passage aloud, focusing on correct pronunciation and fluency.
CONCLUSION The teacher will lead a choral reading of a paragraph from the passage, helping all learners to practice reading together smoothly.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to practice reading a short paragraph from their textbook to a family member.

LESSON DEVELOPMENT Learners are guided to:
· STEP 1: The teacher will introduce and explain the possessive pronouns: mine, yours, hers, his.
· STEP 2: Learners will read a short text about things that belong to them or their parents and identify the possessive pronouns used.
· STEP 3: In groups, learners will role-play ownership of items in the classroom (e.g., "This book is hers." "That bag is his.").
· STEP 4: Learners will practice constructing and asking questions that prompt responses containing possessive pronouns (e.g., "Whose ruler is this?" "It is mine.").
CONCLUSION The teacher will point to different objects and ask, "Whose is this?" for learners to answer using a complete sentence with a possessive pronoun.

· STEP 4: The teacher will listen to various learners read, providing encouragement and guidance on fluency.
CONCLUSION The teacher will use a "choral reading" activity where the whole class reads the passage together, helping everyone maintain a good pace and observe punctuation.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to find a short paragraph in any book and practice reading it aloud, paying special attention to the full stops.

· STEP 4: Learners will use the new words to construct simple oral sentences (e.g., "I can share my book." "We should visit the sick.").
CONCLUSION The teacher will lead a discussion on why it is important to listen attentively when someone is telling us they need help.
EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to do one kind act for someone at home and tell the class about it.

EXTENDED ACTIVITIES Learners to check a sentence in their storybook and see if it has a capital letter at the beginning and a full stop at the end.
