Engage the class in a discussion on the importance of water safety. Help them understand that being safe around water can prevent accidents. Use simple examples to illustrate how safety measures can save lives.

Step 3: Creating Water Safety Posters
Ask students to work in small groups to brainstorm and outline key water safety rules (e.g., "Always swim with an adult," "Don't run near the water"). Each group will then create a colorful poster illustrating these rules.

 Step 4: Presenting the Posters
Allow each group to present their poster to the class, encouraging other students to ask questions or add their ideas. This promotes public speaking and reinforces their learning.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize the key points discussed in the lesson: the importance of observing safety around water and the safety rules created by each group.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity: ask students to share one new water safety rule they learned today.
- Preview the next session: "What to do in case of an emergency near water?" Encourage students to think of examples they might discuss.

Extended Activities:
- Water Safety Role-Play: Students can create short skits demonstrating correct and incorrect behavior around water points. This helps reinforce knowledge through active learning.
- Water Safety Storybook: Encourage learners to write and illustrate a short story about a character learning water safety rules. This combines reading, writing, and the theme of safety.

Organisation of Learning:
