- Have students work individually to fill in the blanks in sentences with appropriate prepositions and share their sentences with a partner to discuss.

Step 3: Constructing Sentences 
- Ask students to create their own sentences using a mix of prepositions of time, place, and direction.
- In small groups, students can read their sentences aloud and discuss whether the prepositions enhance the meaning of their sentences.

Step 4: Crossword Puzzle Activity 
- Introduce a quick challenge by having students work in pairs to create a crossword puzzle based on the prepositions learned in class.
- Provide a template for the crossword and guide them on how to fill in words and create clues.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize the key points covered in the lesson, emphasizing the importance of prepositions in making meaning clear.
- Conduct a quick interactive activity such as a "preposition relay," where students take turns reading sentences and identifying the prepositions.
- Preview the next lesson, which will focus on adverbs, and encourage students to think about how prepositions and adverbs can work together in sentences.

Extended Activities:
- Homework Assignment: Students can write a short paragraph about their favorite place, ensuring they use at least five different prepositions.
- Group Project: In small groups, students create a short story that incorporates a variety of prepositions, which they can then illustrate and present to the class.
- Online Activity: Students find three examples of prepositions in newspaper articles or books at home and bring them to share in the next class.

Organisation of Learning:
