GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS TO TEACHERS
1. This project runs for 3 weeks. Learners work individually (Task 1) and in groups (Tasks 2–4).
2. Teachers should guide learners on safe and appropriate use of materials, tools, and equipment.
3. Teachers must assess progressively (milestones at design, preparation, execution, and presentation stages).
4. All projects must be evaluated against the provided rubrics; originality and creativity must be credited.
5. Encourage the use of locally available, low-cost, or recycled materials.
TASK 1: VISUAL ARTS – CULTURAL IDENTITY ARTWORK
Apparatus, Tools & Materials
· Drawing paper / card / canvas
· Pencils, erasers, rulers
· Paints (watercolor, poster paint) / colored pencils / crayons
· Scissors, glue, brushes
· Natural/recycled items (leaves, fabrics, bottle tops, seeds, sand, strings)
Procedure
1. Brainstorm cultural themes (e.g., attire, food, celebrations, symbols).
2. Sketch design ideas (minimum 2).
3. Select the best idea and develop into a full artwork.
4. Apply finishing touches (coloring, texturing, neat outlines).
5. Write a 5–7 line paragraph explaining the meaning of the artwork.
6. Display during the showcase.
Expected Output
· A neat artwork representing cultural identity.
· Short explanation linking the artwork to cultural values.

TASK 2: MUSIC AND DANCE – CULTURAL MEDLEY PERFORMANCE
Apparatus, Tools & Materials
· Improvised instruments (drums, shakers, tins, gourds, rattles)
· Costumes (fabric pieces, beads, grass skirts, hats)
· Recording device (phone/camera)
· Space for practice and performance
Procedure
1. Research two folk songs/dances from different Kenyan communities.
2. Blend parts into a 3–4 minute medley (lyrics, rhythm, or choreography).
3. Create simple costumes and instruments.
4. Practice, record trial video, make improvements.
5. Present during showcase.
6. Submit: write-up (origin, meaning), list of materials, and reflection notes.
Expected Output
· Cohesive medley with rhythm flow and harmony.
· Costumes and instruments aligned to traditions.
· Group report with reflections.

TASK 3: THEATRE – MINI PLAY ON HARMONY
Apparatus, Tools & Materials
· Writing materials (exercise books, pens)
· Costumes (fabric, masks, hats, props)
· Stage space
· Script copies
Procedure
1. Brainstorm theme of harmony & unity.
2. Draft a 3–5 minute play with dialogue, poem/chant.
3. Incorporate at least 2 languages/dialects with translation.
4. Assign roles (actors, narrator, props).
5. Rehearse and refine.
6. Perform at showcase and submit script & reflections.
Expected Output
· Script with dialogue, poem/chant, costumes sketches.
· Group performance with clear unity message.

1. Research and select a Kenyan community traditional game.
2. Learn the rules and practice.
3. Prepare a short guide: how to play, origin, values.
4. Organize and demonstrate the game.
5. Reflect on teamwork and cultural lessons.
Expected Output
· Correct demonstration of rules.
· Short guide submitted.
· Reflection notes.
