Question 21: 
a) What is Tawheed? (2 marks)
Tawheed is the fundamental concept in Islam that affirms the absolute oneness, uniqueness, and indivisibility of Allah (God). It means recognizing and believing that there is no god worthy of worship except Allah alone, and that He is unique in His essence, attributes, and actions. It is the core principle of monotheism in Islam.
b) Give two examples of how Tawheed is shown in everyday life. (4 marks)
i. Worshipping Allah Alone: A Muslim prostrates only to Allah during daily prayers (Swalat), seeking help, guidance, and forgiveness from Him alone, and refraining from worshipping idols, prophets, or any other creation. This demonstrates the belief that only Allah is deserving of worship.
ii. Reliance and Trust in Allah (Tawakkul): When facing challenges or making decisions, a Muslim places their ultimate trust and reliance on Allah, believing that only He can grant success, ease difficulties, and provide for their needs, while still exerting their best efforts. This shows belief in Allah's absolute power and control.
iii. Gratitude to Allah: Expressing gratitude (Shukr) for all blessings, whether big or small, by attributing them solely to Allah, the ultimate provider and sustainer. This acknowledges His benevolence and uniqueness in bestowing bounties.
iv. Following Allah's Commands: Striving to obey all of Allah's commands and prohibitions as revealed in the Qur'an and Sunnah, believing that His laws are perfect and for humanity's ultimate good. This demonstrates submission to His absolute authority.
Question 22: 
a) Mention four names of angels and their duties. (4 marks)
i. Jibreel (Gabriel): The chief of angels, responsible for conveying divine revelations and messages from Allah to His prophets, including the Holy Qur'an to Prophet Muhammad (PBUH).
ii. Mika'eel (Michael): Responsible for distributing provisions (Rizq) to creation, controlling rain, and plants, and overseeing natural phenomena as per Allah's command.
iii. Israfil: The angel appointed to blow the trumpet (Sur) on the Day of Judgment, signaling the end of the world and the resurrection of all beings.
iv. Malak al-Mawt (Angel of Death/Azrael): Responsible for taking the souls of creatures at the time of their death.
v. Munkar and Nakir: Two angels who question people in their graves about their Lord, Prophet, and religion.
vi. Raqib and Ateed (Kiraman Katibin): The two recording angels who sit on a person's shoulders, recording all their good and bad deeds.
b) Explain how belief in angels can guide our behavior. (2 marks)
i. Encourages Good Deeds and Deterrence from Sins: Believing in the recording angels (Raqib and Ateed) makes a Muslim aware that every action, word, and intention is being recorded, thus encouraging them to do good deeds and deterring them from committing sins, as they know they will be held accountable.
ii. Instills Piety and God-Consciousness (Taqwa): The belief that angels are always observing us, whether alone or in public, fosters a heightened sense of God-consciousness (Taqwa), leading to greater obedience to Allah and moral uprightness.
iii. Provides Comfort and Hope: Knowing that angels are always around, some specifically praying for believers or protecting them by Allah's command, provides a sense of comfort, hope, and reassurance, especially in times of difficulty.
iv. Increases Faith in the Unseen: Belief in angels strengthens a Muslim's faith in the unseen world and the power of Allah, who created these magnificent beings to carry out His commands.
Question 23: 
a) State three differences between the Qur’an and Hadith. (3 marks)
i. Origin/Revelation: The Qur'an is the direct, literal word of Allah (Kalamullah), revealed verbatim to Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) through Angel Jibreel. Hadith consists of the sayings, actions, approvals, or characteristics of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), narrated by his companions.
ii. Status/Recitation in Prayer: The Qur'an is recited during prayers (Swalat) and its recitation is an act of worship itself. Hadith is not recited during Swalat, although its teachings are integral to understanding and practicing Islam.
iii. Preservation: The Qur'an is preserved exactly as it was revealed, with no changes, and it is in its original Arabic text. Hadith, while rigorously authenticated, was primarily preserved through oral transmission initially and later compiled, with a system of verifying narrators and chains of transmission.
iv. Inimitability (I'jaz): The Qur'an is considered miraculous and inimitable in its linguistic beauty, literary style, and profound meaning, and no human can produce anything like it. Hadith, while profound and divinely guided, does not share this quality of inimitability.
v. Legal Authority: Both are sources of Islamic law, but the Qur'an is the primary and ultimate source, foundational to all Islamic rulings. Hadith explains, elaborates, and provides practical application for the general principles found in the Qur'an.
b) Why is it important for Muslims to follow Hadith in daily life? (3 marks)
i. Explanation and Elaboration of the Qur'an: The Hadith provides practical explanations and detailed instructions for implementing the general commands and principles mentioned in the Qur'an (e.g., how to perform Swalat, the exact rates of Zakat). Without Hadith, many Qur'anic injunctions would be difficult to understand and implement.
ii. Role Model (Uswek Hasana): Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) is the perfect role model for Muslims, and the Hadith records his words, actions, and character, allowing Muslims to emulate his exemplary life in all aspects, from worship to social interactions and personal conduct.
iii. Guidance for New Situations: The Hadith addresses many situations and issues not explicitly detailed in the Qur'an, providing guidance and rulings for various aspects of daily life.
iv. Source of Wisdom and Ethical Conduct: The Hadith contains profound wisdom, ethical teachings, and moral principles that guide Muslims in developing good character, fostering strong relationships, and living a virtuous life.
Question 24: 
a) What are the conditions for Swalat to be valid? (3 marks)
i. Purity (Taharah): The worshipper must be in a state of ritual purity (Wudu for minor impurity, Ghusl for major impurity), and their body, clothes, and place of prayer must be free from impurities (Najasaat).
ii. Facing the Qibla: The worshipper must face the Kaaba in Makkah (Qibla) during prayer.
iii. Covering of Awrah: The prescribed parts of the body (Awrah) must be covered: for men, from the navel to the knees; for women, the entire body except the face and hands.
iv. Entering of Prayer Time: The prayer must be performed within its designated time period. Each of the five daily prayers has a specific start and end time.
v. Intention (Niyyah): The worshipper must have the sincere intention in their heart to perform the specific prayer for Allah.
vi. Sanity and Discretion: The worshipper must be mentally sound and have reached the age of discretion (usually around 7 years old).
b) Give two benefits of Swalat to a Muslim. (2 marks)
i. Connection with Allah: Swalat provides a direct and regular means of communication with Allah, strengthening a Muslim's spiritual bond and fostering a sense of peace, contentment, and submission.
ii. Prevention from Evil and Immorality: Regular and mindful prayer serves as a deterrent against sins, evil deeds, and immoral behavior, as it constantly reminds the worshipper of Allah's presence and accountability.
iii. Discipline and Time Management: Performing five daily prayers at fixed times instills discipline, promotes punctuality, and helps in organizing one's daily life around spiritual obligations.
iv. Spiritual Cleansing and Forgiveness: Swalat acts as a means of spiritual purification, washing away sins and shortcomings, as stated in Hadith where daily prayers are likened to a river that cleanses one five times a day.
v. Community Building: Congregational prayers (especially in a Masjid) foster unity, equality, and brotherhood among Muslims, promoting social cohesion.
Question 25: 
a) Describe the events that led to the Prophet’s migration (Hijrah) to Madinah. (4 marks)
i. Intense Persecution in Makkah: The polytheists of Makkah, particularly the Quraysh, severely persecuted Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) and his followers, inflicting torture, boycotts, and even assassination attempts on the Prophet. This made life unbearable and dangerous for the Muslims.
ii. Death of Abu Talib and Khadijah: The Prophet lost his protective uncle, Abu Talib, and his beloved wife, Khadijah, in the 'Year of Sorrow'. This removed his key personal and tribal protection, leaving him more vulnerable to the Quraysh.
iii. Search for a New Refuge: The Prophet sought a new place where Islam could be practiced freely and where the Muslim community could grow. He initially went to Ta'if but was rejected.
iv. Pledges of Aqabah: Delegations from Yathrib (later Madinah) met the Prophet during the pilgrimage seasons and pledged allegiance to Islam and to protect the Prophet if he migrated there. These were the First and Second Pledges of Aqabah.
v. Divine Command: Finally, Allah revealed to Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) the command to migrate to Yathrib (Madinah).
vi. Assassination Plot: The Quraysh leaders, fearing the growing influence of Islam and the Prophet's potential move, conspired to assassinate him, which hastened the migration.
b) State two challenges faced by the Prophet in Makkah. (2 marks)
i. Severe Persecution and Torture: The Prophet and his followers faced physical torture, social boycott, verbal abuse, and mockery from the Quraysh.
ii. Boycott of Banu Hashim: The Quraysh imposed a social and economic boycott on the Prophet's clan, Banu Hashim, for three years, leading to extreme hardship, hunger, and isolation.
iii. Rejection and Opposition: The Prophet's message of Tawheed was largely rejected by the majority of Makkans, especially the influential leaders, who clung to their ancestral idolatry and feared losing their status.
iv. Attempts on his Life: There were multiple assassination plots against the Prophet by the Quraysh.
v. Loss of Support: The deaths of his uncle Abu Talib and wife Khadijah left him without key protectors and emotional support.
Question 26: 
a) Give four good manners a Muslim learner should show in school. (4 marks)
i. Respect for Teachers and Elders: Listening attentively to teachers, addressing them politely, and obeying their rightful instructions. Also showing respect to other school staff and elders.
ii. Kindness and Compassion to Classmates: Helping friends in need, avoiding bullying, sharing, and speaking kindly to everyone, regardless of their background.
iii. Honesty and Trustworthiness: Not cheating in exams, not lying, returning borrowed items promptly, and keeping promises.
iv. Punctuality and Responsibility: Attending classes on time, completing assignments diligently, and being responsible for one's actions.
v. Cleanliness and Tidiness: Maintaining personal hygiene, keeping the classroom and school environment clean, and dressing neatly in uniform.
vi. Active Listening and Thoughtful Speech: Listening carefully when others speak, avoiding gossip and rude language, and speaking politely and constructively.

b) Why is it important to show good manners? (2 marks)
i. Fulfilling Islamic Teachings: Good manners are a core part of Islam, as the Prophet (PBUH) said, I have only been sent to perfect good character. Showing good manners is an act of worship and earns rewards from Allah.
ii. Promoting a Positive Environment: Good manners create a harmonious, respectful, and productive learning environment in school, making it pleasant for everyone.
iii. Reflecting a Good Image of Islam: When Muslim learners display good manners, they serve as excellent ambassadors for Islam, demonstrating its beauty and positive values to others.
iv. Building Strong Relationships: Good manners foster healthy relationships with teachers, classmates, and staff, leading to trust, cooperation, and mutual respect.
v. Personal Development: Developing good manners helps learners grow into responsible, ethical, and well-respected individuals in society.
Question 27: 
a) List the five pillars of Islam. (5 marks)
i. Shahada: The declaration of faith: There is no god but Allah, and Muhammad is His messenger.
ii. Swalat: Performing the five daily ritual prayers.
iii. Zakat: Giving obligatory charity to the needy, a specific percentage of one's wealth.
iv. Sawm: Fasting during the month of Ramadan.
v. Hajj: Performing the pilgrimage to the Kaaba in Makkah, if one is physically and financially able.
b) Explain how Zakat helps in reducing poverty. (3 marks)
i. Redistribution of Wealth: Zakat involves the compulsory transfer of a portion of wealth from the rich to the poor and needy. This directly re-distributes wealth, preventing its concentration in a few hands and ensuring that resources circulate within the economy to benefit the less fortunate.
ii. Empowerment of the Poor: Zakat funds are not just for basic consumption; they can also be used to help the poor become self-sufficient. This could involve providing capital for small businesses, paying off debts, or funding education and vocational training, thus enabling them to earn a livelihood.
iii. Social Safety Net: Zakat acts as a social safety net, providing essential financial support to the destitute, orphans, widows, and other vulnerable groups, ensuring their basic needs are met and alleviating immediate suffering.
iv. Reduces Beggary and Dependency: By providing sustainable support and opportunities, Zakat aims to lift people out of poverty rather than just providing temporary relief, thereby reducing long-term dependency and beggary.
v. Promotes Economic Activity: The circulation of Zakat funds stimulates economic activity by increasing the purchasing power of the poor, which in turn can boost demand for goods and services.
Question 28: 
a) Mention two Hadiths or teachings that encourage caring for the environment. (4 marks)
i. The world is green and beautiful, and Allah has made you His stewards in it, and He sees how you acquit yourselves. (Sahih Muslim): This Hadith emphasizes humanity's role as stewards (Khalifah) of the Earth, implying a responsibility to care for and preserve its natural beauty and resources, as Allah is observing our actions.
ii. If a Muslim plants a tree or sows seeds, and then a bird, or a person, or an animal eats from it, it is regarded as a charitable gift (sadaqah) for him. (Sahih Bukhari): This Hadith encourages planting and cultivating, highlighting the continuous reward for beneficial environmental actions, even if others benefit from them, thus promoting sustainable practices.
iii. Do not waste water, even if you are at a flowing river. (Ibn Majah): This Hadith teaches against wasting natural resources, specifically water, emphasizing conservation even when resources seem abundant, promoting mindful consumption.
iv. Removing a harmful thing from the path is charity. (Sahih Bukhari): While broad, this can be applied to environmental cleanliness, encouraging Muslims to remove anything that could harm people or the environment from public spaces, contributing to a clean and safe environment.
b) Suggest two ways learners can protect the school environment. (2 marks)
i. Proper Waste Management: Disposing of litter in designated bins, separating waste for recycling, and participating in school clean-up campaigns.
ii. Conserving Resources: Turning off lights and fans when leaving a classroom, switching off water taps after use, and avoiding unnecessary printing to save paper.
iii. Planting and Caring for Greenery: Participating in tree-planting initiatives within the school compound and regularly watering or maintaining school gardens.
iv. Avoiding Vandalism: Refraining from defacing walls, desks, or other school property to maintain the aesthetic and functional quality of the environment.
v. Educating Peers: Spreading awareness among classmates about the importance of environmental protection and sustainable practices.
Question 29: 
a) Give three examples of how Prophet Muhammad lived peacefully with non-Muslims. (3 marks)
i. Treaty of Hudaybiyyah: The Prophet (PBUH) signed a peace treaty with the pagan Quraysh of Makkah, despite unfavorable terms, demonstrating his commitment to peace and avoiding bloodshed, even with those who opposed him.
ii. Charter of Madinah: He established a constitution (the Charter of Madinah) that guaranteed rights and religious freedom to all communities in Madinah, including Jews, regulating relations and promoting mutual respect and peaceful coexistence.
iii. Visiting the Sick and Offering Condolences: The Prophet (PBUH) would visit sick non-Muslims and offer condolences when they faced loss, showing compassion and human empathy regardless of faith.
iv. Fair Dealings and Trade: He engaged in fair trade practices and honest dealings with non-Muslims, setting an example of integrity and justice in economic interactions.
v. Hospitality: The Prophet (PBUH) showed hospitality to non-Muslim delegations and visitors, engaging in dialogue and respecting their customs.
b) Why should Muslim learners promote peaceful coexistence in school? (3 marks)
i. Following the Sunnah of the Prophet: Promoting peaceful coexistence is an emulation of Prophet Muhammad's (PBUH) exemplary life and teachings, which emphasized respect, tolerance, and kindness towards all humanity.
ii. Building a Harmonious Learning Environment: A school environment where all students respect each other, regardless of their faith or background, fosters a positive and conducive atmosphere for learning and personal growth, free from discrimination and conflict.
iii. Strengthening Social Bonds: Peaceful coexistence encourages mutual understanding, empathy, and friendship among students of different faiths, leading to stronger social bonds and a more unified school community.
iv. Reflecting the True Message of Islam: Islam is a religion of peace, tolerance, and justice. By promoting peaceful coexistence, Muslim learners demonstrate the true, beautiful values of their faith, dispelling misconceptions.
v. Preparing for Diverse Society: Schools are microcosms of society. Learning to coexist peacefully with people of different backgrounds in school prepares learners to be productive and tolerant citizens in a diverse global society.
Question 30: 
a) What is the meaning of patience (Sabr) in Islam? (2 marks)
Patience (Sabr) in Islam means perseverance, steadfastness, and enduring difficulties, challenges, or temptations with calmness and fortitude, while maintaining trust in Allah and remaining obedient to His commands. It encompasses three aspects: patience in obeying Allah, patience in refraining from sins, and patience in the face of adversity.

b) Describe two situations in school where patience is needed. (4 marks)
i. During Difficult Academic Tasks or Examinations: Learners need patience to persevere through challenging subjects, complex assignments, or long hours of study for exams. Instead of giving up, patience helps them to continue striving, seek help, and remain calm under pressure, ultimately leading to better understanding and performance.
ii. Dealing with Peer Conflicts or Misunderstandings: When facing disagreements, teasing, or misunderstandings with classmates, learners need patience to control their anger, avoid impulsive reactions, listen to others' perspectives, and seek peaceful resolutions. This helps in maintaining healthy relationships and prevents escalation of conflicts.
iii. Waiting for Results or Rewards: Patience is needed when waiting for exam results, selection for school teams, or recognition for efforts. Instead of becoming anxious or discouraged, patience helps learners to accept outcomes gracefully, understand that efforts will be rewarded in due time, and to keep striving.
iv. Enduring Strict Rules or Disciplinary Actions: Learners may sometimes find school rules strict or face disciplinary actions. Patience helps them to accept the rules, understand the reasons behind them, and endure consequences without resentment, fostering a sense of discipline and responsibility.
v. Learning New Skills or Concepts: Acquiring new skills, whether academic or extracurricular (e.g., playing a musical instrument, learning a new language), requires consistent effort and patience, as mastery does not happen overnight. Learners need to persevere through initial difficulties and slow progress.
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
