- Conduct a brief interactive activity: have students pair up and explain one comprehension strategy they found most useful today.
- Preview the next session’s topic: focusing on figurative language and further developing inference skills.

- Assign a creative writing task where students write a short story or paragraph describing a journey they’ve taken or imagine. Encourage them to use vivid descriptions and consider how they can incorporate mental imagery.

- Ask each student to write one affirmative and one negative sentence on a slip of paper.
- Instructions:
- Invite them to share their sentences with a partner, discussing the differences in meaning and use.

 Conclusion (5 minutes):
1. Summarization:
- Recap the key points discussed in the lesson, highlighting the differences between affirmative and negative sentences.

2. Interactive Activity:
- Conduct a quick oral quiz, asking students to raise their hands if a sentence is affirmative or negative.

3. Preview Next Session:
- Mention that the next lesson will build on this by looking at questions and different tenses in sentence construction.

Extended Activities:
- Writing Prompt: Ask students to write a short paragraph about their weekend, using at least five affirmative and three negative sentences.
- Collaborative Storytelling: In small groups, have students create a story using a mix of affirmative and negative sentences. They can present their stories to the class.
- Sentence Challenge: Create a game where students draw a sentence type card (affirmative or negative) and have to create a sentence that fits the type they drew.

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes):

- Poetry Analysis Worksheet: Provide a worksheet where students can select a poem from a library or online source and analyze its subject matter, themes, and poetic devices.

 Introduction (5 minutes):
