- What were the differences and similarities between Wangari Maathai and Mahatma Gandhi's responses to injustice in society?
- How can we use digital tools to research and analyze their approaches to social issues?

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes):
- Review the previous lesson, focusing on the concepts of justice and injustice.
- Ask students to brainstorm what they remember about Wangari Maathai and Mahatma Gandhi.
- Guide learners to read and discuss the relevant content from the learning resources, emphasizing key concepts like activism and social change.

Lesson Development (30 minutes):

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes):
