33. Oblique Projection
a) Definition
Oblique projection is a type of pictorial drawing where the front view is shown in true shape while depth is drawn at an angle (usually 45°) to give a 3D appearance.
b) Differences between oblique and isometric projection
i. Oblique shows the front in true shape; isometric shows all sides equally foreshortened.
ii. Oblique depth can be distorted; isometric maintains scale proportion.
Other differences:
· Oblique is simpler and quicker; isometric is more technical.
· Oblique angles depth lines arbitrarily; isometric uses 30°/30° angles.
· Oblique suitable for simple designs; isometric for detailed engineering drawings.
