· It increase inter community warfare as cushites fought and displaced other communities e.g borane displaced coastal Bantu from Shungwaya
· There was population increase in new areas that cushites finally settled in.
· Some Cushite absorbed other comminutes such as Gumba
· There was population redistribution as cushites spread to many parts of the country

· It lifted the ban on Asian immigration 
· Dr. Arthur a missionary nominated to cater for Africans interests 

b) Explain five impacts of urbanization in Kenya during the colonial period		(10Marks)
· It resulted to expansion of industries due to concertation of raw materials in urban centres
· Resulted to inadequate housing leading to emergence of slums 
· Increase in social crimes such as alcoholism, prostitution and robbery 
· The influx at many Africans in towns resulted to unemployment 
· Led to formation of welfare associations to cater for the needs of African workers 
· The interaction between different African communities resulted to solidarity leading to rise of nationalism.

· political democracy which emphasize on equality of all people

· progressive taxation to enhance equitable distribution of wealth 
· Diffusion of ownership to avoid concertation of wealth on a few people

· Inadequate civic education which makes citizens not to appreciate political completion. 
· Inadequate funding by the state, this prevents them from conducting their operations
· Multi-party democracy has promoted corruption among some politicians who bribe the citizens to be elected same leadership positions 
· It has resulted to formation of ethnically based political parties hence hindering national integration 
· It has experience harassment by the ruling party which denies them the use of state resources and licence to holding their meetings  
· Party hoping among leaders due to existence of many political parties.

· It had the executive which comprised of the Governor as the head of state and the prime minister as the head of government 
· Had provision for protection of minority groups which comprised of African, Europeans and some local indigenous groups
· Provide for a Bill of Right which spelt-out the Rights and freedoms entitled to Kenyan citizens

· Some counties such as Nairobi and Mombasa have large population that trained the available resources 
· Inadequate funds to run their operations. The formula adopted in revenue allocation is not acceptable to same counties. 		
· There is need for restructureing some institutions such as provincial administration to be in line with the devolved government.
